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3,000 Cheer Malcolm X 
At Opening Rally in Harlem

N EW  Y O R K  —  A n  audience o f 

over 3,000 responded en thus ias t­
ic a lly  a t the  f ir s t  o f a series of 
S unday n ig h t m eetings organized 
by  M a lco lm  X ’s new  b lack  na­
t io n a lis t m ovem ent. The m eeting 
was h e ld  a t the  R ock land Palace 
in  H a rle m  on M arch  22. O n ly  N e­
groes w ere  ad m itte d  save fo r  w h ite  
newspaper reporters.

M a lco lm  X  attacked bo th  the 
D em ocra tic  and R epub lican parties 
and ca lled  fo r  a b lack  n a tio n a lis t 
conven tion  in  M ay  o r June at 
w h ich , “ W e’l l  fo rm  w h a teve r is 
necessary —  w h e the r i t ’s a b lack 
n a tio n a lis t p a r ty  o r a b lack  na ­
t io n a lis t a rm y .”

He urged a ll Negro organ iza­
tions to  f ig h t  together against the 
th ings  the y  a ll opposed —  in c lu d ­
in g  N ew  Y o rk ’s rece n tly  passed 
“ no-knock”  and “ s top-and-frisk”

law s and school segregation. He 
po in ted ou t th a t the  above law s 
w ere designed to impose police- 
state cond itions in  the ghetto.

H e exp la ined  th a t he w asn ’t  an 
in te g ra tio n is t b u t th a t he opposed 
segregation because i t  m eant w h ite  
con tro l o f the  b lack  com m un ity . 
Segregation m eant bad, w h ite -dom ­
ina ted  schools fo r  b lack  ch ild re n , 
he said. C onsequently he w o u ld  
f ig h t  alongside in te g ra tion is ts  
against the segregated school 
system.

Once the segregated school sys­
tem  has been destroyed, he said, 
the na tion a lis ts  should te l l  the  in ­
teg ra tion is ts  to  go ahead and t r y  
to  in tegra te , and s im ila r ly  the  in ­
teg ra tion is ts  should te l l  the na­
t ion a lis ts  to  go ahead and b u ild  
th e ir  school system.

M in is te r  M a lco lm  po in ted ou t 
th a t Negroes need to defend the m ­
selves w here  the governm ent fa ils  
to  c a rry  ou t its  avowed respon­
s ib ilitie s .

Not Sedition
“ I ’m  no t ta lk in g  anarchy or 

sed ition ”  he said. “ I f  they don ’t 
lik e  w h a t I ’m  saying, le t the gov­
e rnm en t do w h a t i t ’s supposed 
to  . . .  I f  the  governm ent w o n ’t 
f in d  ou t w ho  bom bed the church 
in  B irm in g h a m  . . . then w e ’d be t­
te r  do som eth ing.”

C om paring Negroes to  the  b i­
b lic a l Samson, w ho chose to  de­
s troy  his enemies even at the cost 
o f h is ow n life ,  he said: “ I f  ten 
m il l io n  o f us d ie  then  th e re ’l l  be 
ten  m il lio n  o f us le f t  to en joy  free ­
dom  . . . and I ’m  ready to  take 
m y  stand w ith  those w h o ’l l  d ie  . . . 
A n d  I  k n o w  yo u ’re ready, o th e r­
w ise I  w o u ld n ’t  be saying th is .”  
The audience cheered.

The b la ck  n a tio n a lis t leader sug­
gested b rin g in g  the  Negroes’ case 
to the U n ited  Nations. “ W e have 
b ro th e rs  in  the  U N . W e’ve got A f ­

r ica n  b ro the rs  in  the  UN . W e’ve 
got A sian b ro thers  in  the UN. 
W e’ve got L a t in  A m erican  b ro the rs  
in  the U N  . . . A nd  then w e ’ve  got 
800 m ore m il lio n  o f them  ove r in  
C h ina .”

A sked about the c iv il- r ig h ts  b i l l,  
he said, “ T he re ’s n o th in g  in  tha t 
c iv il- r ig h ts  b i l l  th a t ’s go ing to  he lp 
the Negroes in  the N o rth .”  He 
added th a t i f  the b i l l  w o n ’t  he lp 
N o rth e rn  Negroes how  can you 
expect i t  to he lp  those in  the 
South?

D u rin g  the  question pe riod  
someone in  the audience suggested 
th a t each person go home and o r­
ganize his o r he r b u ild in g  to jo in  
the re n t s tr ike . M a lco lm  X  sup­
po rted  the suggestion and urged 
the audience to  b r in g  the  ad­
dresses o f the b u ild in g s  the y  had 
organized to the n e x t Sunday 
n ig h t m ee ting  w here  the y  cou ld  be 
tu rned  ove r to  Jesse G ray. He 
ca lled the H a rle m  re n t s tr ik e  a 
fo rm  o f na tiona lism .

T he audience and the speaker 
responded to  each o th e r w a rm ly . 
B oth  obv ious ly  en joyed the ra lly .

A  v ic to ry  o f g reat s ign ificance 

fo r  c iv i l  lib e rtie s  and academic 
freedom  was w on M arch  20 in 
B loom ington , Ind iana , w h e n  
M onroe C irc u it  C o u rt Judge N at 
U. H i l l  quashed the in d ic tm e n ts  in  
the Ind ia n a  “ subvers ion”  case. The 
judge  was persuaded to  th is  action 
by  a tto rn ey  Leonard  B oud in , gen­
e ra l counsel fo r  the Em ergency 
C iv il L ib e rtie s  Com m ittee.

B ou d in  argued th a t the  in d ic t­
m ents against R a lph L e v itt ,  James 
B ingham  and Tom  M organ —  o f­
fice rs  o f the Y oung S ocia lis t A l ­
liance chapter a t Ind iana  U n iv e r­
s ity  —  should be th ro w n  ou t on 
the grounds th a t the 1951 Ind iana  
C om m unism  A ct, under w h ich  
they were b rough t, is un con s titu ­
tion a l. The judge agreed.

Judge H i l l ’s ru l in g  no t o n ly  in ­
va lida ted  In d ia n a ’s though t-con tro l 
s ta tu te, i t  had a b roader legal s ig­
n ificance . Unless ove rtu rned , i t  a f­
fects a ll state sed ition  laws, be­
cause i t  sets the precedent th a t the 
fede ra l governm ent has ju r is d ic ­
t io n  in  such m atters  even i f  the

la w  deals o n ly  w ith  sed ition 
against a state governm ent. T h is 
is a b low  to the  w itc h  hu n t, fo r  
such state law s are s t i l l  used —  
espec ia lly  in  the South against 
c iv il- r ig h ts  advocates. The cu rre n t 
case in  Lou is iana  in v o lv in g  the 
S outhern Conference E ducationa l 
F und  is an exam ple.

U n fo rtu n a te ly , th is  m a jo r v ic ­
to ry  does no t e n tire ly  e lim in a te  
the th re a t to the defendants. The 
w itc h -h u n tin g  prosecutor, Thom as 
A . Hoadley, s t i l l  can appeal Judge 
H i l l ’s decision to  a h igh e r cou rt 
—  i f  he requests and gets the 
perm ission o f the  In d ia n a  A t to r ­
ney General.

In  fact, the  M a rch  22 In d ia n ­
apolis T im es  encouraged H oad ley 
to appeal, a lthough  i t  a ckn o w l­
edged th a t to m ake “ paw ns”  of 
the defendants “ in  the  s trugg le  
ove r the la rg e r issue has an ele­
m en t o f un fa irness.”  I t  added w ith  
m a lice  th a t be ing pawns “ is a 
ro le  these th ree  young m en seem 
to f i l l  w ith  re lish .”

Vietnam Intervention Assailed in Senate

T w o  lead ing  U.S. senators, bo th  
Dem ocrats and, u n t i l  recen tly , 
bo th  supporters o f U.S. in te rv e n ­
tio n  in  the South V ie tn am  c iv i l  
w a r, are w a g in g  an open cam ­
pa ign in  the  Senate fo r  w i th ­
d ra w a l o f a ll U.S. arm ed forces 
fro m  South V ie tnam .

Senators W ayne M orse o f Oregon 
and E rnest G ruen in g  o f A laska 
are reported  in  the M a rch  21 New  
Y o rk  T im es  to  be “ ag ita tin g  fo r  
w ith d ra w a l o f U n ited  States forces 
fro m  the c o n flic t.”

T h is  “ a g ita tio n ,”  w h ic h  theTim es 
ind ica tes has considerable support, 
re flec ts  the  pa lpab le  fe a r now  
w idespread in  a ll o f f ic ia l c irc les 
in  W ashington th a t the  in su rg en t 
peasants and w o rke rs  o f South 
V ie tn am  cannot be con ta ined by  
the la test m il ita ry  d ic ta to r, M a j. 
Gen. N guyen K ha hn , despite his 
ten-to-one s u p e r io r ity  in  arm ed 
forces, h is advanced U.S. m il ita ry  
equ ipm en t and the  back ing  o f 15,- 
500 U.S. m il i ta r y  personnel.

They are a fra id  th a t the  Dem o­
c ra tic  a d m in is tra tio n  w i l l  be 
severe ly damaged and th a t U.S. 
prestige and in flue nce  abroad m ay 
be shatte red i f  th is  c o u n try  is as­
sociated w ith  a de feat in fl ic te d  by 
the re v o lu tio n a ry  peasant guer­

r il la s . The la tte r  are now  b a tte r­
in g  at the v e ry  cap ita l o f South 
V ie tnam , Saigon, and dom inate 
the M ekong R iv e r De lta , the  r ich  
r ice land  and m ost populous area 
o f the coun try .

Senators lik e  M orse and G ruen ­
in g  are especia lly  fe a rfu l th a t the 
Johnson a d m in is tra tio n  m ay esca­
la te  the  fig h tin g  in  South V ie tn am  
in to  ano the r K orean W ar —  the 
m ost un po pu la r w a r in  A m erican  
h is to ry  —  by  an assault on N o rth  
V ie tnam .

B itter Debate
The Tim es, re p o rtin g  the ‘b it te r  

debate deve lop ing in  the  Senate 
and D em ocratic  circles, states th a t 
the  “ supporte rs as w e ll as c r it ic s ”  
o f the a d m in is tra tio n ’s p o lic y  “ are 
deeply apprehensive and edgy 
ove r the p o lic y ’s fa ilu re  to  y ie ld  
a so lu tion  a fte r  n ine  years o f 
U n ited  States in vo lve m en t in  
South V ie tn am  and n e a rly  $3 b i l ­
lio n  o f economic and m il ita ry  
a id .”

I t  adds th a t “ the supporters con­
fess to  a sense o f fru s tra tio n  and 
a lack  o f op tim ism  ove r prospects 
o f sa tis fac to ry  resu lts. Y e t they 
do n o t w a n t to  r is k  another K orea  
by  c o m m ittin g  U n ited  States a d v i­
sory forces to  a m ore active  com ­
ba t ro le  o r b y  ex tend ing  the w a r

in to  N o rth  V ie tnam . D isengage­
m en t is e q ua lly  unacceptable to 
them  . . .”

A lth o u g h  th is  account is date- 
lin e d  M arch  20, Senator G ruen ing  
made a speech M arch  10 in  w h ich  
he ca lled  on P res iden t Johnson 
to  w ith d ra w  A m e rica n  forces fro m  
South V ie tn am  and fro m  w h a t he 
ca lled  “ th is  b loody  and w an ton  
sta lem ate.”  He also characterized 
the  s itu a tio n  as a “ p u tr id  mess.”  

P o in tin g  to  the deaths o f 200 
U.S. m il i ta r y  “ advisors,”  the 
A laska  D em ocrat argued:

“ The tim e  has come to  cease 
the useless and senseless losses o f 
A m erican  lives  in  an area no t 
essentia l to  the se cu rity  o f the 
U n ited  States. T h is  is a f ig h t w h ich  
is no t ou r f ig h t, in to  w h ic h  we 
should n o t have gotten in  the f ir s t  
place . . .”

He also stressed the b illio n s  o f 
d o lla rs  th a t have been “ wasted to 
shore up se lf-se rv ing  c o rru p t 
dynasts o r th e ir  self-imposed suc­
cessors and a people th a t has con­
c lu s ive ly  dem onstra ted th a t i t  has 
no w i l l  to  save its e lf.”  Someday, 
he declared, th is  sacrifice  o f U.S. 
lives  in  Southeast A sia  “ w i l l  be 
denounced as a c rim e .”

S enator G ru e n in g  said i t  w o u ld

T w o  figu res  in  the p o lit ic a l 
s tru c tu re  o f N ew  Y o rk  C ity  have 
become sym bols o f d isc rim in a tio n  
against m in o r ity  peoples. They are 
B oa rd  o f E ducation  C ha irm an 
James Donovan and P o lice  Com ­
m iss ioner M ichae l J. M u rp h y .

The recent school boycotts were 
b i t te r ly  opposed by  Donovan. D u r­
ing  the  f ir s t  boyco tt he slandered 
the leaders o f the  m ovem ent by 
d e p ic ting  them  and the  hundreds 
o f thousands w ho  supported the 
boyco tt as people ben t on v io l­
ence. D onovan ’s a tt itu d e  caused 
even m em bers o f h is ow n board  to 
state th a t he should resign. The 
re c e n tly  announced abandonm ent 
b y  the B oard  o f E ducation  o f plans 
to  p a ir  some schools —  a weak 
step tow a rds  in te g ra tio n  —  fu r th e r  
ind ica tes D onovan ’s re a l a tt itu d e  
to w a rd  in te g ra tion .

P o lice  Com m issioner M u rp h y ’s 
p re ju d ice d  a ttitu d e  had n o t been 
too w e ll kno w n  to the  p u b lic  a t 
large, b u t i t  was c le a rly  un de r­
stood b y  the  people o f the  ghet- 
toes. I t  had been made c lear to 
them  by  th e  recent po lice  k il l in g s  
o f V ic to r  R odriguez and M a x im o  
S alero on N ew  Y o rk ’s W est Side; 
the k i l l in g  b y  an o f f -d u ty  cop o f 
F rancisco Rodriguez, 1962 B oy  o f 
the Y ea r in  East H a rle m ; the  re ­
cent b ru ta li ty  o f cops tow a rds  
tenants engaged in  re n t s trikes, 
and the  a rrest o f Jesse G ray, H a r­
le m  re n t-s tr ik e  leader.

M u rp h y ’s denunc ia tion  o f th ree  
m il i ta n t  Negro leaders to  6,000 
cops a t the  recent H o ly  Nam e So­
cie ty com m union b re ak fas t makes

A f te r  a l l Donovan was the D em ­
ocra tic  P a rty  candidate fo r  U.S. 
S enator in  1962. H is  d ism issal 
w o u ld  cons titu te  an adm ission by  
N ew  Y o rk  Dem ocrats th a t they 
had ru n  a cove rt suppo rte r o f 
de facto  J im  C row  fo r  U.S. Sen­
ator.

The rem ova l o f P o lice  C om m is­
s ioner M u rp h y  w o u ld  fu r th e r  con­
f ir m  w h a t Jesse G ray  has charged 
and m ost people kn o w  —  th a t the 
N e w  Y o rk  po lice  are c o rru p t and 
are on the side o f the la nd lo rd s  
against the tenants, even m ore so 
w hen those tenants are m em bers 
o f m in o r ity  groups. U p  to  now  
M a yo r W agner has rem a ined si­
le n t on the  demands o f the  c iv il-  
r ig h ts  leaders.

B lo ck  Com m ittees

B efo re  m ore k il l in g s  and beat­
ings are pe rpe tra ted  b y  the  police, 
c iv il- r ig h ts  leaders should ca ll a 
mass conference to  m ap steps o f 
self-defense fo r  th e ir  com m unities. 
One fo rm  o f defense cou ld  be to 
organize b lock  com m ittees w ith in  
the  p rec incts th a t w o u ld  im m e d i­
a te ly  ra ise b a il and p ro v id e  legal 
defense fo r  anyone v ic tim ize d  by 
the  po lice.

In  the  long  run , how ever, “ con­
t ro l o f the p o litic s  and the p o l­

P rev iou s ly  M u rp h y  had smeared 
H e rb e rt C a llender, cha irm an  o f 
the  B ro n x  chap tcr o f CORE, a long 
w ith  Jesse G ray  and M a lco lm  X , 
as the  type  o f “ irrespons ib le ”  N e­
gro  leader by w hom  New  Y o rk  
cops w o u ld  no t be “ in tim id a te d .”

Police c lubs w ere  used in  b u ild -  
in g -trad es  p ickets  in  Toledo fo r  
the  f ir s t  t im e  since the  1930s in  
a scu ffle  a t a cons truc tion  s ite 
M arch  16. The ow ners o f A n d e r­
son’s M aum ee R iv e r G ra in  E leva­
to r  began w o rk  on a $1.1 m illio n  
cons truc tion  p ro je c t at the  e leva­
to r  and refused to  h ire  un ion  con­
s tru c tio n  w orkers . The b u ild in g -  
trades un ions set up  a p icke t lin e  
and po lice  showed up to  escort a 
bus c a rry in g  14 o f the  n o n -u n io n  
w o rke rs  th rou gh  the line . The cops 
arrested 21 p ickets b u t the  bus was 
stopped w hen i t  was ram m ed by a 
sta tion  wagon. No one was se ri­
ously in ju re d .

B u ild in g -tra d e s  un ions im m e­
d ia te ly  ca lled  5,000 w o rke rs  in  
the  area o ff  th e ir  jobs to  pro test 
the  po lice  action. T h a t n ig h t the  
com pany announced i t  w o u ld  cease 
cons truc tion  pend ing  a discussion 
w ith  the un ions. The  5,000 w o rke rs  
re tu rn ed  to w o rk  the  n e x t day.

The E xecu tive  C ouncil o f the
A m erican  F edera tion  o f Teachers, 
A F L -C IO , m et in  Chicago recen t­
ly  and vo ted to  back teachers w ho 
suppo rt boycotts and o th e r mass 
protests fo r  school in te g ra tion .

T he  counc il passed a reso lu tion  
de c la ring  th a t the  un io n  “ stands 
ready to defend the r ig h t  o f  teach­
ers w ho, in  good conscience, re ­
fuse to  cross p ic k e t lines w h ich  
up ho ld  the  p r in c ip le  o f in te g ra ­
tio n , o r  w ho  pa rtic ip a te d  in  re ­
la ted  c iv i l- r ig h ts  m ovem ents.”

M o rr is  Iu sh e w itz , the  “ la bo r 
rep resen ta tive ”  on G ove rno r Roc­
k e fe lle r ’s com m ittee  to  “ s tud y ”  
the  effects o f a h ig h e r m in im u m  
wage in  N ew  Y o rk  state, has re ­
signed. Iush e w itz  is secre tary o f 
the  N ew  Y o rk  C ity  C en tra l La bo r 
Council. H is  res igna tion  f in a lly  
u n ifie s  the  N ew  Y o rk  la b o r m ove­
m en t in  opposition  to the  gov­
e rn o r’s transp are n t a ttem pts to de­
fea t a proposed $1 .50-an-hour 
state m in im u m  wage b y  ty in g  i t  
up  in  ano the r “ s tu d y ”  com m ittee.

be “ a source o f re g re t”  to  h im  i f  
the revo lu tio n is ts  w on. “ B u t w h y  
should w e pe rs is t in  seeking to 
p re ven t w h a t is u lt im a te ly  in e v it­
able, in  im possib le  te rra in , fo r  a 
people w ho  care not, in  the  m ost 
d is ta n t spot on the  globe? I t  
m akes no sense.”

Senator M orse, the Tim es  re ­
ports , has m ade severa l speeches 
along the  same lin e  and in  e q ua lly  
strong  language, in  one o f w h ich  
he said:

“ W e shou ld  neve r have gone in . 
W e should neve r have stayed in . 
W e should get ou t.”

S enator Thom as J. Dodd, Demo­
c ra t o f C onnecticut, one o f the 
m ost ra b id  exponents o f increased 
U.S. arm ed in te rv e n tio n  in  South 
V ie tnam , a ttacked Senators M orse 
and G ruen in g  on M arch  11. H e 
ra ised the  c ry  th a t the  c iv i l  w a r 
was a ll the  fa u lt  o f outs iders. “ W e 
m ust he lp  tu rn  the w a r against 
N o rth  V ie tnam , the  hom e base o f 
the  aggressor,”  he asserted.

The c la im  th a t the  South V ie t­
namese peasants cou ld  be que lled  
i f  they  w ere  o n ly  cu t o f f  fro m  
th e ir  “ hom e base”  and “ p r iv ile g e d  
sanc tua ry ”  is fa lse and rid icu lous . 
There  is no secret abou t w ho  has 
supp lied  m ost o f the  m odem  arm s 
to  the  em battled  peasants.

T h e ir  arm s are supp lied  b y  the 
U n ite d  States.

Hanson W . B a ld w in , the  h ig h ly - 
repu ted  m il i ta r y  ana lys t o f the

N ew  Y o rk  T im es, w ro te  on Feb. 
16, in  the News o f the W eek sec­
tion , th a t “ by fa r  the  grea te r p a rt 
o f th e ir  [th e  g u e rr illa s ’ ] a rm o ry  is 
‘ind igenous’ ; i t  has been cap tured 
fro m  South V ietnam ese [go ve rn ­
m e n t] troops o r m anufactu red , in  
crude bu t e ffec tive  fo rm , in  South 
V ie tn a m  its e lf.”

A cco rd in g  to  the  la te , u n la ­
m ented D iem  reg im e ’s Tim es o f 
V ie tnam , Sept. 15, 1963, the guer­
r il la s  cap tured close to  100,000 
weapons in  1961-62 and about 25,-
000 in  1963. T h is  fa c t is  cited in  
the  Feb. 22 N ew  R epub lic  m ag­
azine. O f course, d ic ta to r D iem  
go t these weapons o r ig in a lly  fro m  
the  U.S.

A  C o m p la in t

A n  e d ito r ia l in  the  M arch  10 
N ew  Y o rk  Post, w h ic h  supports 
U.S. in te rv e n tio n  against the  V ie t­
namese people, com pla ined o f 
P re m ie r K h a h n ’s request, on the 
occasion o f Defense S ecre tary M c­
N am ara ’s m ost recent em ergency 
ju n k e t to South V ie tn am , fo r  arm s 
to  rep lace the  8,000 m odern weap­
ons he adm its  w ere  lo s t to  the 
g u e rr illa s  la s t year. “ There  is  l i t ­
t le  p o in t,”  says the Post, “ in  g iv in g  
the  V ietnam ese people m ore w eap­
ons i f  th e ir  hearts are no t in  the  
strugg le . They w i l l  su rrender o r 
se ll o u r m a te ria l to  the  Com ­
m un is ts  . . .”

I f  the  o ve rw h e lm in g  m a jo r ity  
o f the  V ietnam ese people support

the  gu e rrilla s , a fa c t conceded by 
v ir tu a l ly  eve ry  re lia b le  re p o rt 
fro m  South V ie tnam , i t  can be 
stated ca te go rica lly  th a t the  U.S. 
in te rv e n tio n  has re in fo rce d  th is  
po pu la r sentim ent. I t  is  necessary 
o n ly  to  c ite  the  so-called “ s tra teg ic  
h a m le t”  p ro g ra m  in it ia te d  in  
A p r i l  1962 b y  the D iem  reg im e 
a t the  insistence and d ire c tio n  o f 
the U.S. “ advisors.”  T h is  p rogram  
was sum m ed up by B e rn a rd  B. 
F a ll, in  the  Feb. 22 New  R epub lic : 

“ The reg rou p in g  o f the  c iv i lia n  
po pu la tio n  in to  fo r t if ie d  ham le ts 
. . . in v o lv e d  d isp lac ing  close to 
n ine  m il l io n  people, m ost o f w hom  
d id  n o t w a n t to  be m oved. M an y  
w ere  m oved be fore  ha rves ting  
tim e , thus los ing  a crop ; others 
w ere  forced to destroy th e ir  ow n 
houses, fo r  w h ic h  the D iem  reg im e 
pa id  them  $10. I t  costs, accord ing 
to o ff ic ia l A m erican  estim ates, a t 
least $56 to  b u ild  a V ietnam ese 
peasant house. M an y  v illages  were 
created in  areas w here  the  people 
cou ld  n o t m ake a liv in g  . . .”  

T h is  is one o f the reasons w h y  
the V ietnam ese people are f ig h t ­
in g  against the W ashington-sup­
po rted  governm ent in  South V ie t­
nam  w ith  such de te rm in a tion  and 
fe ro c ity . I t  is  th is  eve r-g row ing  
re v o lu tio n a ry  resistance th a t has 
made senators l ik e  M orse and 
G ruen in g  question the p rice  o f 
“ v ic to ry ”  against the  V ietnam ese 
people.

m itte e  a t the open ing o f th is  legis­
la tiv e  session las t Jan ua ry  was 
ro u n d ly  denounced at the  tim e  by 
A . P h ilip  R andolph, head o f the 
Negro A m erican  L a b o r Council 
and cha irm an  o f the  C itizen ’s Com­
m ittee  fo r  a $1.50 M in im u m  H o u r­
ly  W age in  N ew  Y o rk  State. R an­
do lph po in ted ou t th a t the  s itu a ­
t io n  had a lready  been stud ied 
fro m  every conceivable p o in t o f 
v ie w  and th a t the re  was no ex­
cuse fo r  s ta llin g  fu r th e r.

In  e x p la in in g  his res igna tion  
Iush ew itz  said the  governor had 
“ made i t  obvious the re  w o u ld  be 
no action fo r  a t least a yea r.”

T here  is a po ss ib ility , how ever, 
o f the  passage o f the  C u rran  b i l l  
w h ic h  w i l l  a llo w  N ew  Y o rk  C ity  
to  pass a m in im u m -w a g e  la w  o f 
its  ow n. A  c ity  $1.50 m in im u m - 
wage b i l l  was passed in  1962 b u t 
knocked ou t by  the  courts on the  
ground  th a t the  state had ju r is d ic ­
tion . The com m ittee  headed b y  
R ando lph is u rg in g  passage o f the  
C u rran  b ill.

Iu sh e w itz ’s le tte r  o f res igna tion  
said th a t p ro m p t action  on a 
h ig h e r m in im u m  wage is necessary 
because in  N ew  Y o rk  C ity  alone 
a t least 180,000 w o rke rs  now  earn 
less than  $1.25 an h o u r and 450,000 
earn less tha n  $1.50. The present 
fed e ra l m in im u m  wage is $1.15. 
I t  goes to $1.25 in  October.

Sugar w o rke rs  a t the  O kee lanta 
Sugar Co. p ro p e rty  in  Fellsm ere, 
F lo rid a , com p la in  th a t since th e  
com pany was bought o u t b y  some 
Cuban exiles “ o u r re la tions  w ith  
the  m anagem ent have been de­
te r io ra tin g .”  T he  w o rke rs  are 
mem bers o f Loca l 413 o f the  U n it ­
ed Packinghouse W orkers, A F L -  
C IO . R ecen tly  they w ere  fo rced  
to ho ld  an “ e x tra o rd in a ry  g r ie v ­
ance m eeting”  to  get the  com ­
p a ny ’s f ie ld  supervisors to stop 
ca rry in g  pis to ls  on the  job . T he  
un io n ’s D is tr ic t  7 D ire c to r, T . H . 
V in cen t, said i t  was “ q u ite  a s igh t 
w hen people came in  fro m  a ll over 
the  fie ld s  and fo rm ed  a g ia n t 
r in g ”  in  the  ya rd  w here  un ion  and 
com pany o ffic ia ls  w e re  m eeting.

“ T h a t sugar was b o ilin g  w h ile  
w e  w ere m eeting ,”  said V in cen t, 
“ and the  m anager kn e w  he d id n ’ t  
w a n t to see th a t sy rup  cool o f f  and 
harden w h ile  w e  stood the re  a r­
gu ing.”

“ The people fe l t  those guns 
w ere  the re  to in tim id a te  them  and 
they  ob jected v io le n tly  to w o rk in g  
unde r th a t k in d  o f pressure ,”  said 
V incen t.

The s u it was 
f i le d  M a rch  13 b y  c iv il- r ig h ts  
a tto rn e y  W ill ia m  K u n s tle r  
a fte r  fo l lo w in g  Judge C ox ’s 
re m a rks  d u r in g  a M a rch  7 
h e a rin g  on a s u it to  speed 
re g is tra tio n  o f Negroes in  
M ad ison  C oun ty , M iss iss ipp i. 

C ox had  said:
“ I  am  n o t in te res ted  in  

w h e th e r the  re g is tra r is  go ing  
to  g ive  a re g is tra tio n  tes t to  a 
bunch  o f n iggers  on a re g ­
is tra t io n  d r iv e .”  H e  also said 
the  M ad ison C oun ty  Negroes 
w ho  tr ie d  to  re g is te r had ap­
peared “ l ik e  a d a rk  c loud ,”  
and acted “ l ik e  a bunch  o f 
chim panzees.”

Judge C ox w as appo in ted  
to  th e  fe d e ra l bench b y  P res­
id e n t K ennedy.
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AN APPRAISAL OF CURRENT MOVES BY MALCOLM X

New Force Can Bring Major Rights Gains

PRO TEST P O L IC E  H A R A S S M E N T . Muslims in  N ew  Y ork  picket 
police court to protest arb itra ry  arrest of members selling press.

M A R C H  17 —  M a lco lm  X ’s 

b reak  w ith  the  M us lim s  headed by 
E li ja h  M uham m ad m ay have con­
sequences as m om entous fo r  the 
Negro strugg le  as John L . L e w is ’ 
b re ak  w ith  the A F L  leaders in  
1935 had fo r  the  la b o r m ovem ent. 
I t  m ay re su lt in  the  crea tion  of 
a mass m ovem ent as d iffe re n t 
fro m  the e x is tin g  Negro organ iza­
tions as the  C IO  in  its  f irs t ,  m i l i ­
ta n t stages was fro m  the A F L .

Th is  is n o t o n ly  because M a l­
colm  is one o f the m ost able lead­
ers and ta len ted  propagandists in  
th is  coun try , w h ite  o r b lack, w ith  
prestige  ex te nd ing  fa r  beyond the  
M uslim s, especia lly among young 
people. I t  is also iDecause the N e­
gro  m ovem ent is at a crossroad, 
and lo ok in g  fo r  new  so lutions and 
m ethods; because the  tim e  is r ip e  
fo r  a new  m ovem ent, ju s t as i t  
was in  1935 w hen L e w is  raised 
the  banner o f the C IO  and indus­
t r ia l  un ion ism .

Attracted Attention
The B la ck  M us lim s  ( th e ir  rea l 

nam e is the  N a tion  o f Is la m ) have 
a ttra c te d  a great deal o f a tten tion  
d u r in g  the  las t fo u r  o r f iv e  years. 
T h is  was the same pe riod  tha t saw 
M a lco lm ’s rise to prom inence as 
th e ir  ch ie f pu b lic  propagandist, 
the  m an w ho  d id  m ore to b r in g  
them  in to  the na tio n a l spo tlig h t 
than anyone except th e ir  un d ispu t­
ed leader, M uham m ad.

Despite  th is  a tten tion , the re  is 
s t i l l  l i t t le  genuine unders tand ing  
o f them  as a m ovem ent. M ost o f 
the  w r it in g  done abou t them  has 
been b y  people w ho  are so hostile  
o r so rem ote fro m  the  Negro ghet­
to  th a t th e y  can’t  p resent a tru e  
p ic tu re , even i f  the y  w a n t to ; and 
m ost o f them  don’t  w a n t to. D is to r­
t io n  and exaggeration have been 
the  ru le  because the  a im  o f m ost 
w r i t in g  about the  M us lim s  is to  
fr ig h te n  o r shock the  reader. I t  
w o u ld  take a book, a b ig  book, to  
re fu te  a l l  the  lies  w r it te n  about 
the  m ost lied-about o rgan iza tion  in  
A m erica ; here w e w a n t to  t r y  to  
co rrec t one m isconception about 
them  tha t is re la ted  to  M a lco lm ’s 
break.

T h a t the  M us lim s have had a 
b ig  im p ac t on the  N egro strugg le  
is kn o w n  to  everyone. O f course 
the re  are d iffe rences ove r the  na­
tu re  o f th e ir  im pact. The C om m u­
n is t P a rty , fo r  exam ple, w h ich  
seems to hate the  M us lim s  as 
m uch as i t  does the  “ T ro tsky is ts ,”  
accuses them  o f h u r t in g  and h o ld ­
in g  back the  s trugg le ; a ty p ic a lly  
slanderous a ttack  appeared in  The  
W o rke r  on M arch  8, the  day o f 
M a lco lm ’s break. T h is  is also the  
lin e  o f the  lib e ra ls , w h ite  and 
black.

The S oc ia lis t W orke rs  P a rty , on 
the  o th e r hand, po in ted  ou t in  its  
1963 conven tion  reso lu tion  th a t 
the  M us lim s  have s tir re d  m illio n s  
o f Negroes b y  th e ir  fo r th r ig h t  de­
nu nc ia tion  o f ra c ia l oppression, 
th e ir  exposure o f g radua lism  and 
tokenism , and th e ir  dec la ra tion  of 
the  capac ity  and r ig h t  o f Negroes 
to  govern themselves. T he  SW P 
reso lu tion  also noted th a t “ the

m ere existence o f the M uslim s has 
had h e a lth y  effects, push ing  r iv a l 
Negro tendencies to  the le f t  and 
the re by  im p a rtin g  an im petus to  
even p u re ly  in te g ra tio n is t ba ttles .”  
(Freedom  N ow : New  Stage in  the  
S trugg le  fo r  Negro E m ancipation , 
P ioneer Pub lishers, 25<f.)

B u t the p o in t w e w a n t to  con­
sider here is no t the  e ffec t o f the  
M uslim s on the genera l Negro 
m ovem ent, b u t the e ffec t o f the 
genera l m ovem ent on the M uslim s. 
Because i t  w o rks  bo th  ways; there  
is an in te rac tion .

M ost o f the lite ra tu re  on the 
M us lim s creates the im pression 
th a t the y  are hopelessly r ig id  and 
in fle x ib le , unab le and u n w il lin g  
to  respond o r ad just to new  con­
d itions ; and even im p e rv io us  to  
them ; and th a t th e ir  secondary 
leaders are a bunch o f sheep, in ­
capable o f th in k in g  fo r  themselves, 
able on ly  to  b lin d ly  fo llo w  and 
p a rro t M uham m ad.

Lou is  E. Lom ax, au tho r o f the 
m ost recent o f the three books on 
the M uslim s ( W hen the W ord Is  
G iven . . ., S ignet, 60(9, know s 
b e tte r than  th is . B u t he too adds 
to the m isconception w hen he 
m akes i t  appear th a t i t  was no t 
u n t i l  Ju ly , 1963, th a t any M us lim s  
d isp layed a desire fo r  changes in  
p o lic y  to su it the s itua tion  created 
b y  the upsurge o f the c iv il-r ig h ts  
struggle.

Earlier Shift
A c tu a lly  a tu rn  in  o ff ic ia l M us­

lim  pronouncem ents and propa­
ganda had occurred q u ite  some 
tim e  before then. A  s h ift  cou ld be 
seen b y  any reader o f M uham m ad  
Speaks a t the  s ta rt o f 1963, o r be­
fore . P rev ious ly , the paper had 
been e x tre m e ly  sharp in  its  tre a t­
m en t o f in te g ra tio n is t leaders lik e  
Rev. K in g  and R oy W ilk in s . T h is  
changed q u ite  no ticeab ly , and the 
paper even had some k in d  w ords 
to  say about them  on ce rta in  oc­
casions.

The need and d e s ira b ility  o f 
b lack  u n ity  became a them e o f 
the  M us lim s  long be fore Ju ly , 
1963. A t  th e ir  annua l conven tion  
in  F eb ru a ry , 1963, M uham m ad 
signaled a fu r th e r  tu rn  in  th is  d i­
rec tio n  w hen he endorsed the idea 
o f independent b lack  (no t ju s t 
M u s lim ) p o lit ic a l action. The So­
c ia lis t W orke rs  P a rty  conven tion  
reso lu tion  la s t sum m er concluded 
f ro m  these developm ents th a t “ fa r  
f ro m  be ing a hardened sect, the 
M us lim s  have shown capac ity  d u r­
in g  the la s t yea r to  change in  a 
d ire c tio n  th a t b e tte r serves the 
in te rests o f a l l Negroes.”

W e m ust bew are o f a l l the  ste­
reotypes i f  w e w a n t to  understand 
an y th in g  about the M uslim s. They 
are n o t a co llec tion  o f puppets, b u t 
a l iv in g  o rgan iza tion , sub ject to 
the  law s th a t ap p ly  to  mass o r­
ganizations, and no m ore  im m une 
than  o ther organ izations in  the 
N egro co m m u n ity  to pressure, es­
pe c ia lly  mass pressure. The moods 
and asp ira tions o f the  ghetto  are 
fe lt  b y  them  too, in  some ways 
m ore s tro n g ly  tha n  groups whose 
m a in  base is no t in  the  ghetto. In  
ad d ition , a la rge p a rt o f th e ir  
m em bersh ip  is re la t iv e ly  new , and

less /w eighted dow n w ith  tra d i­
tio n a l and cautious m ethods o f 
opera ting  th a t developed d u rin g  
the period when the M uslim s were 
sm all and isolated.

People w ho have contact w ith  
the  M us lim s re p o rt tha t a ll 
th rou gh  1963 va rious  Negro o r­
ganizations kep t approaching the 
local m in is te rs  and asking them  to 
p a rtic ip a te , as a g roup  and under 
th e ir  ow n banner, in  pro test ac­
tions, marches, dem onstrations, 
etc. In  some cases, the m in is te rs  
re jected the in v ita tio n s  themselves. 
In  others, they  said the y  w o u ld  
take i t  up  w ith  M uham m ad ( i t  is 
a t ig h t ly  cen tra lized  group, in  
w h ich  M uham m ad makes m any 
loca l decis ions). In  the end, the 
answ er a lw ays was, “ No, w e can­
no t pa rtic ip a te .”

T he s ig n if ic a n t th in g  was th a t 
some o f the  m in is te rs  e v id e n tly  
tho ugh t the re  was a p o s s ib ility  
th a t the y  m ig h t be a llow ed  to 
p a rtic ip a te ; and, i t  is  reasonable 
to  assume, some o f them  w anted 
to.

So the re  w ere changes fro m  the 
top, in s titu te d  by M uham m ad. 
B u t fu r th e r  changes w ere  also 
w anted o r hoped fo r  by  some loca l 
m in is te rs , perhaps re fle c tin g  the 
ran k-an d -file  o r the m ore  nu m er­
ous n o n -M u s lim  sym path izers o f 
t h e  m ovem ent. M uham m ad’s 
changes d id  no t go ve ry  fa r ;  they  
w ere  changes m ore in  s ty le  o f p re ­
sen ta tion  than  in  substance; they  
w ere  ten ta tive , and often  no t fo l­
low ed up. A n  exam ple  was h is 
ca ll fo r  independent b lack  p o lit ic a l 
action, and then silence and ab­
sten tion  w hen the  fo rm a tio n  o f the 
F reedom  N ow  P a rty  was an­
nounced.

T h e ir  D ilem m a
The M u s lim  d ilem m a was th is : 

how  to avo id  be ing bypassed and 
iso la ted because increasing n u m ­
bers o f m il ita n t  Negroes w ere  en­
gaging in  mass action  against d is­
c r im in a tio n , n o t o n ly  in  the South 
b u t also in  the N o rth e rn  centers 
w here  the M us lim s are strongest. 
M u s lim  po licy  is to  abstain fro m  
such actions, to  b e lit t le  them  as 
in e ffe c tiv e  o r even h a rm fu l, and 
to  t r y  to  ju s t i fy  abstention w ith  
the  a rgum ent th a t they are in  con- 
ra d ic tio n  w ith  the M u s lim  goal o f 
separation, in c lu d in g  a separate 
nation .

B u t is th is  a rea l con trad ic tion?  
Is  p icke t action a t a construc tion  
site, to w in  some jobs and ap­
prenticeships fo r  Negroes, re a lly  
in  con tra d ic tion  to  separation? 
C an’t  you jo in  such a p icke tlin e , 
o r even in it ia te  it ,  w h ile  co n tin u ­
in g  to  be lieve th a t separation is 
the so lu tion  fo r  the Negro? I f  you 
jo in  a re n t s tr ike , to  fo rce  the  
s lu m lo rd  to m ake some repa irs  
and lo w e r y o u r ren t, does th a t 
necessarily  con tra d ic t y o u r be lie f 
th a t “ in te g ra tio n ”  in  th is  rac is t 
socie ty w i l l  never produce genu ine 
e q u a lity  fo r  the  Negro people?

M uham m ad con tinued to ins is t 
th a t mass action  against d is c r im ­
in a tio n  is incom pa tib le  w ith  the 
goal o f separation. B u t i t  isn ’t  nec­
essarily  so, accord ing to  logic. A n d  
some M uslim s un de r the im p ac t of 
the  c u rre n t Negro upsurge, w ere 
becom ing unhappy o r dubious 
abou t a p o lic y  o f abstention th a t 
w o u ld  keep them  cu t o f f  fro m  
large num bers o f th e ir  m il ita n t  
non-M uslim  bro thers.

Those w ho  are fa m il ia r  w ith  the 
h is to ry  o f the ra d ic a l m ovem ent 
w i l l  re c a ll th a t a s im ila r  p ro b ­
lem  arose fo r  socialists. T h e ir  goal 
is the a b o lit io n  o f the  present cap­
ita l is t  system and its  rep lacem ent 
w ith  a new system  free  o f e x ­
p lo ita tio n  and oppression. B u t 
w h ile  w o rk in g  fo r  th is  goal, how  
about p a rtia l, lim ite d  struggles to 
im p rove  the w o rk e rs ’ cond itions 
unde r cap ita lism  ( “ re fo rm s” ) —  
should socialists pa rtic ip a te  in  
these strugg les o r is p a rtic ip a tio n  
in  c o n flic t w ith  the goal o f re ­
p lac ing  cap ita lism ?

M ost socialists, in c lu d in g  the So­
c ia lis t W orke rs  Party, be lieve  th a t 
f ig h t in g  fo r  re fo rm s  is n o t in  con­
tra d ic tio n  w ith ,  b u t a p a rt o f, the

p repa ra tion  fo r  social re v o lu tio n ; 
th a t in  the  course o f s trugg le  fo r  
p a r tia l changes w o rke rs  le a rn  the 
va lue  o f s trugg le  and s o lid a rity , 
and absorb lessons abou t the  na­
tu re  o f cap ita lism  th a t educate 
them  to  the necessity o f abo lish ing  
i t  a ltoge ther. T he re fo re  the y  pa r­
tic ip a te  in  labor, c iv il-r ig h ts , a n ti­
w a r and a n ti-fa sc is t ba ttles w h e r­
ever they  can and m ake con tact 
w ith  the m ost advanced forces in  
these battles, w h ile  co n tin u in g  to  
propagandize and organize fo r  a 
to ta l socia lis t change.

The Socia lis t L a b o r P a rty , on 
the o the r hand, believes th a t f ig h t­
in g  fo r  re fo rm s re ta rds  the  s trug ­
gle  fo r  socia lism  and is incom pa­
tib le  w ith  i t ;  consequently, its  
m em bers absta in  fro m  p a r tia l 
strugg les and re s tr ic t themselves 
to propaganda, fro m  the sidelines, 
abou t the necessity and d e s ira b ili­
ty  o f socialism .

One w a y  o f unde rs tand ing  the 
M uslim s, then, is to  v ie w  them  as 
a propaganda group. Some o f th e ir  
propaganda has been e ffe c tive  and 
f r u i t fu l .  B u t th e ir  self-im posed 
abstention fro m  im m ed ia te  s trug ­
gle c le a r ly  l im its  th e ir  ro le  a t a 
tim e  w hen m ore and m ore Ne­
groes are lo o k in g  fo r  action  to 
change the  cond itions o f th e ir  lives 
—  n o t in  the fu tu re , b u t now . 
A n d  no t o n ly  Negroes in  general, 
b u t M uslim s too.

Evidence o f th is  appears in  
L o m a x ’s book. I t  w e n t to  press last 
fa l l  s h o rtly  a fte r  M uham m ad had 
suspended M a lco lm  fro m  speaking 
p u b lic ly  because o f a re m a rk  about 
the  K ennedy assassination th a t 
M uham m ad d isapproved of. L o ­
m ax in te rv ie w e d  M a lco lm , who

B raden gave the de ta ils  o f the  
recen t attacks on SCEF’s head­
quarte rs  in  N ew  Orleans, n o ting  
th a t th is  m arked  a change fro m  
attacks on leaders to a fro n ta l a t­
tack  on an organ iza tion  itse lf. The 
ob jec t o f B raden ’s c u rre n t to u r o f 
the  N o rth  is to raise funds fo r  
SCEF’s defense.

A  m a jo r fo rce  in  a id in g  and 
ab e tting  S ou thern  reaction , he 
said, w e re  the D em ocratic  ap­
pointees to fede ra l judgeships in  
the  s ix -s ta te  area fro m  G eorg ia to 
Texas. They th ro w  eve ry  possible 
lega l obstacle in  the  w a y  o f the  
fig h te rs  fo r  N egro rig h ts . P res i­

no t to.

M a lco lm  w e n t on to say the re  
was no t ru th  to  rum ors  o f d is­
agreem ent between h im  and M u ­
ham m ad because the la tte r  is “ the 
leader, the o n ly  spokesman o f the  
B la ck  M us lim s.”  Then he added 
som eth ing w h ic h  s ta rtle d  L o m ax  
because i t  was, to h is know ledge, 
the o n ly  tim e  M a lco lm  ever had 
devia ted fro m  M uham m ad. L o m a x  
quotes the re m a rk  tw ice , each 
tim e  a l i t t le  d iffe re n t ly ,  b u t the  
p o in t is the same. W e quote fro m  
page 179 o f h is  book:

M A L C O L M  X : . . .  B u t I  w i l l  
te l l  you  th is : The Messenger 
(M uh am m ad ) has seen God. H e 
was w ith  A lla h  and was g iven  
d iv in e  patience w ith  the de v il. 
He is w i l l in g  to w a it  fo r  A lla h  
to deal w ith  th is  de v il. W e ll, 
s ir, the  rest o f us B la ck  M us­
lim s  have no t seen God, w e  
don ’t  have th is  g i f t  o f d iv in e  
patience w ith  the de v il. The 
younger B la ck  M us lim s w a n t 
to  see some action.

L O M A X : W h a t k in d  o f ac­
tion?

M A L C O L M  X : Some th in gs  
are b e tte r done than  said.

“ The younger B la ck  M us lim s  
w a n t to see some action.”  Th is, 
bas ica lly , ra th e r than  any personal 
r iv a lr ie s  o r am b itions, is  w h a t is 
beh ind  M a lco lm ’s b reak  and the  
announcem ent o f a new  organ iza­
tion .

debts to the  Southern  w in g  o f h is 
p a rty , appo inted as judges m en 
w ho w ere open representa tives o f 
the  w h ite -su p rem a c is t v iew s o f 
S enator Eastland. The la tte r, as 
c ha irm an  o f the Senate J u d ic ia ry  
C om m ittee, has a veto pow e r ove r 
such fed e ra l appointm ents.

Braden, w ho lives  in  K en tucky , 
also spoke about the  s trugg le  o f 
the  m iners  in  the  eastern p a r t o f 
the  state, w here  250,000 people 
(o u t o f the  state ’s to ta l po pu la tio n  
o f th ree  m il l io n )  have been sub­
s is ting  on fed e ra l food handouts 
fo r  f iv e  years in  a s itu a tio n  o f 
ch ron ic  unem ploym ent. He c ited  
the  fra m e -u p  o f B erm an G ibson, 
the  m in e rs ’ leader, as an instance 
w here  the F B I jo in e d  state and 
loca l la w -en fo rcem e n t o ff ic ia ls  in  
use o f po lice -s ta te  methods.

U n em p loym en t am ong w h ites  
in  the  South, B raden  said, is  in  
m any ways as severe as th a t 
am ong Negroes. H e  also estim ated 
th a t at least s ix  m il l io n  w h ite  
people (o r  a t least one th ird  o f 
the Sou th ’s w h ite  po p u la tio n ) a re  
sym pathetic  to  the  Negro people’s 
s trugg le  and w o u ld  lik e  to see 
an end to the  system  o f segrega­
tion . T h is  is one o f the  reasons, he 
said, fo r  the  a tta ck  on SCEF.

B e h in d  the  new spaper headlines abou t “ R io tin g  Negroes in  

Ja ckso n v ille , F lo r id a ”  facts are a lre a d y  d isce rn ib le  w h ic h  show 
th a t th e  m a in  p e rp e tra to rs  o f the  v io lence  are th e  m ayo r and the  
p o lice  depa rtm en t.

W hen N egro  groups in  Ja ckso n v ille  began a cam paign o f 
p ro te s t aga inst segregation in  “ho te ls  and restauran ts , the  rac is t 
m a yo r w e n t on te le v is io n  to  announce h is  “ ge t to u g h ”  cam paign. 
H e sw ore  in  500 fire m e n  as special cops to  deal w ith  N egro  dem ­
onstra to rs .

C lubb ings  o f Negroes and mass arrests  began. So fa r  some 
350 N egro  dem onstra to rs  are k n o w n  to  have been arrested.

P o lice  smashed in  th e  doors o f the  headquarte rs  o f th e  N A A C P  
and  a rrested  35 people fo u n d  there.

W hen N egro  yo u th  began c a llin g  fo r  a school boyco tt to  p ro ­
test th e  m a yo r’s a n ti-N e g ro  T V  speech, po lice  w e n t to  the  m a in  
N egro  h ig h  school on th e  p re te x t o f search ing  fo r  a bom b. S tu ­
dents became so enraged a t th e ir  m ethods and th e ir  a rre s t o f one 
person th a t th e y  rescued h im  fro m  the  po lice  car and released 
h im . T hen  po lice  re in fo rcem en ts  w e re  rushed up. T h e y  came f i r in g  
r io t  guns in to  th e  a ir.

The s tudents and people in  th e  ne ighborhood  fo u g h t back 
w ith  stones, bo ttles , etc., fo rc in g  the  po lice  f in a l ly  to w ith d ra w .

Ja ckso n v ille ’s ra c is t m a yo r is ru n n in g  fo r  governor. He 
th o u g h t he w o u ld  g ive  the  sta te  a spectacu la r dem onstra tion  o f 
how  a “ s trong ”  p u b lic  o f f ic ia l pu ts  Negroes back in  “ th e ir  p lace.”  
B u t the  m ayo r and the  w h ite -su p re m a c is ts  go t m ore  than  they  
ba rga ined  fo r. The N egro  people today w i l l  n o t ta ke  such tre a t­
m e n t ly in g  dow n. T hey f ig h t  back.

The New York School Boycott
N ew  Y o rk ’s second school b o yco tt on M a rch  16 was m ore 

successful th a n  the  o r ig in a l repo rts  ind ica ted . The day a fte r the  
-dem onstra tion , b oyco tt leader Rev. M ilto n  A . G a lam ison charged 
th e  B oard  o f E duca tion  w ith  sk im p in g  on the  absenteeism  figu res . 
B e fo re  he even had a chance to  m ake p u b lic  the  p ro o f he had 
ava ilab le , the  B oard  had to  concede th a t n o t o n ly  the  figu res  
o f the  second boyco tt, b u t also o f th e  f irs t ,  had been “ in com p le te .”

I t  a d m itte d  th a t its  fig u re s  had n o t in c lu d e d  absenteeism 
am ong th e  40,000 a fte rn o o n -s h ift k in d e rg a rte n  c h ild re n  o r am ong 
•the th ird  s h if t  o f th e  115,000 in  the  re g u la r grades on m u lt ip le  
sessions.

As these facts w e re  established, Rev. G alam ison cou ld  then 
say, “ The  o n ly  g roup  w e m issed was the  P uerto  R ican associa­
tio n . I f  w e  had rece ived  its  support, w e  w o u ld  have had as m any 
o u t M onday as w e  d id  last m o n th .”  The N egro  and lib e ra l sup­
p o r t w h ic h  m ay have been los t b y  th e  w ith d ra w a l o f the  N A A C P , 
CORE, and U rb a n  League n a tio n a l leadersh ips was m ore  than  
m ade up by  the  g rass-roo ts su p p o rt in  the  N egro  neighborhoods.

The p o s ition  taken  b y  th e  P ue rto  R icans and o th e r m ilita n ts  
w h o  supported  th e  f i r s t  b o yco tt b u t n o t th e  second, was n o t due 
to  any coo ling  o f f  to  the  a im s o f the  fre e d o m -n o w  s trugg le . Con­
fro n te d  w ith  one set o f N egro leaders say ing  “ b o y c o tt”  and an ­
o th e r saying “ don ’t  b o yco tt,”  m ost a llie s  and sym path ize rs  o f the  
N egro  s tru g g le  w a ite d  to  see w h ic h  set o f leaders th e  N egro  masses 
w o u ld  fo llo w .

T h a t d o u b t shou ld  have been reso lved by  the  p a rt ic ip a tio n  o f 
m ore  th a n  168,000 c h ild re n  in  the  second boyco tt. I f  and w hen 
G a lam ison and th e  o th e r m i l i ta n t  N egro  leaders c a ll a th ird  b o y ­
co tt, th e y  w i l l  in  a l l  p ro b a b ility  have th e  su p p o rt o f N ew  Y o rk ’s 
P u e rto  R icans and others d e s ir in g  to  p a rtic ip a te  in  th e  f ig h t  fo r  
e q u a lity  and jus tice .

Stream of Letters
A ga in , on M arch 17 the  H-T 

p rin te d  in  its  e d ito r ia l co lum n tw o  
statem ents fro m  C a lifo rn ia  dep lo r­
in g  the prosecution. The M arch 19 
issue o f the tow n  w eek ly , the 
S ta r-C o u r ie r, '  noted the steady 
stream  o f le tte rs  p o u ring  in  fro m  
a ll pa rts  o f the U.S., and even 
fro m  G reat B r ita in ,  c r it ic iz in g  and 
u rg in g  d ism issal o f the  in d ic t­
ments.

A  great m any p ro m in e n t in ­
d iv idu a ls , in c lu d in g  hundreds o f 
fa c u lty  m em bers fro m  some 50 
colleges, became sponsors o f the 
com m ittee. In  a ll, over 600 spon­
sors jo ine d  CABS.

A m ong them  w ere  Nobel P rize  
w inne rs  B e rtra n d  Russell and L i ­
nus P au ling , au thors  James B a ld ­
w in , N o rm an M a ile r, C lancy Si- 
gal, and Ray G inger, jo u rn a lis t 
M u rra y  K epm ton , soc ia lis t spokes­
m an N orm an Thom as, John Lew is , 
cha irm an  o f the S tuden t N on­
v io le n t C o o rd ina ting  C om m ittee, 
Rev. Dona ld H a rr in g to n  o f New

A lso, Rev. W y a tt Tee W a lk e r o f

f ir s t  place.”

D r. C la rk  Forem an m ade the 
fo llo w in g  sta tem ent fo r  the  E m er­
gency C iv il L ib e rtie s  C om m ittee:

“ Judge N a t H i l l ’s decision in  
the Y S A  case said th a t the  In ­
d iana A n ti-C om m un is t L a w  is u n ­
con s titu tion a l. I t  is a g reat v ic to ry  
fo r  c iv i l  lib e rtie s  and w e are p roud  
to have had a hand in  i t . ”

A  v ic to ry  ce leb ra tion  was he ld 
at the home o f IU  pro fessor P h ilip  
A pp lem an, a sponsor o f the  Com ­
m itte e  to A id  the B loom ing ton  
Students. Besides the defendants 
and th e ir  a tto rneys, some 50 
C A B S supporters, bo th student 
and fa cu lty , attended.

Before ending his tour to a t­
tend his “subversion” tria l in  
Indiana, Tom  Morgan was in ­
volved in a free-speech fight at 
Los Angeles C ity College. Both 
students and faculty there have 
been at loggerheads w ith  the 
Los Angeles Board of Educa­
tion over the right to hear “con­
troversial” speakers. The Board 
refused permission fo r either 
M organ or Communist Party  
spokesman Dorothy Healey to 
speak on campus, though it  did 
approve a John Birch speaker.

The Los Angeles chapter of 
the Committee to A id the 
Bloomington Students, w ith  the 
support of the Student Civil 
Liberties U n i o n ,  then an­
nounced a street ra lly  for 
Morgan next to the campus.

N orm an M a ile r, one o f the best 

A m erican  w rite rs , has here co l­
lected various a rtic les, in te rv ie w s , 
a speech, poems and o ther w r i t ­
ings o f the las t th ree  o r fo u r  years. 
He tries, w ith  p a rtia l success, to 
■weave them  together in  a single 
them e by  in tro d u c to ry  and con­
nec ting  notes and the c la im  th a t 
they  constitu te  “ p res iden tia l pa­
pers,”  dea ling  w ith  questions tha t 
a p res ident ought to consider. The 
pres ident he had in  m in d  was 
Kennedy, w ho died s h o rtly  a fte r 
th is  book came out, no t Johnson. 
Because M a ile r  had certa in  hopes 
and illu s ion s  abou t Kennedy.

In  1960, M a ile r  covered the 
D em ocra tic  P a rty  conven tion  tha t 
nom inated Kennedy, and he h im ­
se lf endorsed Kennedy s h o rtly  be­
fo re  the e lection, the f ir s t  one he 
had voted in  since 1948. On elec­
tio n  n igh t, he confesses, he fe lt  
g u ilty  about be ing “ another gen­
tee l t ra ito r  in  the la nd .”  B u t he 
ke p t hop ing  to  the end th a t K e n ­
nedy m ig h t s t i l l  be in fluenced  in  
the  r ig h t  d irec tion .

Honest M an
B u t because M a ile r  is an honest 

man, h is assessment o f K ennedy 
was unspa ring  —  and devastating, 
especia lly a fte r the  invas ion  of 
Cuba in  1961. A n d  because he is 
a rad ica l, h is c r it ic is m  o f A m e r i­
can society, in c lu d in g  those areas 
m ost rem ote fro m  po litics , rem ains 
savage, a lw ays unconven tiona l 
and o ften  acute.

M a ile r  w rite s  here no t fro m  the 
s tandpo in t o f M a rx is m  o r socia l­
ism , b u t o f w h a t he ca lls “ ex ­
is te n tia lis m ”  (and he h im s e lf says 
y o u ’l l  have to  read the book to 
unders tand  w h a t he means by 
th a t ) . H is  m a in  ta rge t is “ to ta li­
ta r ia n is m ,”  w h ic h  he sees t r iu m ­
phan t no t on ly  in  Nazi G erm any 
and S ta lin is t Russia, b u t also in  
A m erica :

“Vast Central Swamp”
“ A n d  A m erica  was a lte red fro m  

a na tion  o f ven tu re , exp lo ita tion , 
b ig o try , in it ia t iv e , s tr ife , social 
ju s tice  and social in jus tice , in to  a 
vast cen tra l swam p o f tasteless 
toneless a u th o r ity  whose depend­
able heroes w ere  d ra w n  fro m  F B I 
men, doctors, te lev is ion  e n te rta in ­
ers, co rpo ra tion  executives, and 
ath letes w ho cou ld co-operate w ith  
pu b lic -re la tion s  men. The crea tive  
m in d  gave w ay to  the a u th o rita tiv e  
m ind , the exp e rt took over fro m  
the  sm all businessman, the labo r 
executive  rep laced the trade-un ion 
organ izer, and th a t a rb ite r  o f m o­
ra ls, the nove lis t, was replaced 
b y  the psychoanalyst. M en ta l 
hea lth  had come to A m erica . A nd  
cancer w ith  it. The cou n try  had a 
co llec tive  odor w h ich  was re m in is ­
cent o f a po tato le f t  to m o lde r in 
a p las tic  box.”

M a ile r  sometimes sw ings w ild  
and stum bles over h is own feet,

Norm an M a ile r

b u t m ore o ften  than no t he con­
nects and de live rs  p o w e rfu l 
punches against the  c o n fo rm ity  
tha t has been imposed on th is  
ca p ita lis t society. A m erica  needs 
such c ritics , even w hen they m ay 
be w ro ng  on th is  or th a t po in t. I t  
is to be hoped th a t M a ile r  w i l l  
keep punch ing , and th a t he w i l l  
a t the same tim e  re v ie w  the ex ­
perience o f his hopes about K e n ­
nedy and lea rn  some lessons from  
it.

T R O T S K Y  ed ited and in tro ­
duced by  I r v in g  Howe. Random

Leon T ro ts k y  was such a great 
th in k e r  and w r ite r ,  and the sub­
jects he dea lt w ith  are so c ruc ia l 
to o u r tim e, th a t any an tho logy o f 
h is w r it in g s  is bound to be ’ v a l­
uable. T h is  applies to the present 
volum e, even tho ugh t i t  fa lls  sho rt 
o f be ing w ha t its  pub lishe rs  c la im , 
“ the f i r s t  com prehensive selection 
fro m  the li fe  w o rk  o f T ro ts k y .”  
A s the ed ito r, I r v in g  Howe, m ore 
co rre c tly  notes, “ W hole sides of 
T ro ts k y ’s l i fe  and tho ugh t do not 
appear at a ll in  th is  book.”  H ow e ’s 
exp lana tion  fo r  such om ission in  
h is selection is th a t he in tended 
th is  book m a in ly  fo r  readers w ith ­
ou t “ in tim a te  know ledge o f ra d ­
ica l ideo logy o r h is to ry .”  W e can’t 
q u a rre l w ith  th a t in te n tio n , so long 
as readers understand th a t the 
re su lt is the loss o f a considerable 
p a rt o f the essence o f T ro tsky .

Currently Printed

H ow e says “ a good p a rt o f the 
m a te ria l has been rescued fro m  
obscure jo u rn a ls  and ye llow ed 
pam phlets, and some o f i t  appears 
in  E ng lish  fo r  the f ir s t  t im e .”  B u t 
ano the r good pa rt, in  fact, the 
great m a jo r ity , is fro m  w o rks  th a t 
are c u rre n tly  in  p r in t  and a v a il­
able fro m  P ioneer Pub lishers, 
w here , m oreover, they can be read 
un trunca ted. Those th a t are ne w ­
ly  trans la ted  here w h e t the  ap­
pe tite  fo r  a pu b lishe r w ith  the 
resources and in te llige nce  to  col­
le c t and issue the m any volum es 
o f T ro ts k y ’s w r it in g s  on p o lit ic a l, 
l i te ra ry  and c u ltu ra l m a tte rs  th a t 
have never been trans la ted  in to  
English.

The in tro d u c tio n  is another 
th ing . H ow e adm ires and praises 
T ro ts k y  fo r  h is l i te ra ry  s ta tu re  
and his ded ica tion  to h is  ideas. 
B u t he is a social dem ocrat, and 
the re fo re  an opponent o f the re v ­
o lu tio n a ry  M a rx ism  th a t T ro tsky  
defended to  h is  dy in g  day. Howe 
h in ts  a t a p o s s ib ility  ( re a lly  
H ow e’s hope) th a t T ro ts k y  w o u ld  
have become m ore “ ob je c tive ”  and 
abandoned h is M a rx is t prem ises 
i f  he had liv e d  in to  the  postw ar 
period , w hen M a rx ism  is “ in s u f­
fic ie n t,”  accord ing  to  Howe, to  ac­
coun t fo r  the phenom enon o f to ­
ta lita r ia n is m , the s ta b ility  and 
h igh e r l iv in g  standards o f ca p ita l­
ism, the  evo lu tion  o f the Soviet 
U n ion  since S ta lin , etc.

Understood Sceptics
T ro ts k y  understood and fu l ly  

accounted fo r  m iddle-class rad ica l 
skeptics o f the  H ow e type, and 
even in  th is  co llec tion  the re  are 
some passages th a t seem lik e  de­
scrip tions  o f and answers to the 
present ed ito r. There  is no basis 
w h a teve r fo r  the in fe rence th a t 
T ro tsky , i f  he had n o t been k ille d , 
w o u ld  have tu rn e d  in to  some k in d  
o f Howe. The tools o f though t 
th a t he rescued and sharpened are 
s t i l l  the best ava ilab le  fo r  o rgan­
iz in g  a socia lis t recons truc tion  of 
the w o rld , fo r  ha n d lin g  the the o r­
e tica l p rob lem s th a t H ow e th in ks  
they cannot solve, and —  descend­
ing  to a m uch lo w e r leve l —  even 
fo r  e xp la in in g  how  the soph is ti­
cated c r it ic s  o f M a rx ism  tick , and 
w hy.

M A R C H  22 —  The Negro peo­
ple o f Fayette  C ounty, Tenn. —  
one of 135 counties in the South 
w here Negroes are a m a jo r ity  o f 
the popu la tion  —  m ay set an im ­
p o rta n t precedent fo r  the Deep 
South th is  sum m er. On the basis 
o f reg istered voters, the y  now  
have a re a lis tic  chance o f e lecting  
candidates fo r  coun ty  s h e r if f  and 
ta x  assessor and they are go ing to 
t r y  to do it.

Since 1959, F ayette  C oun ty  has 
been the scene o f a co n tin u in g  a t­
tem p t o f Negroes to reg is te r and 
vote. O ver the years, Negroes who 
have reg istered, o r even attem pted 
to  reg is ter, have been subjected to 
severe economic rep risa ls  and 
phys ica l v io lence. B u t despite the 
te rr ro r ,  reg is tra tio n  —  spear­
headed by the m il ita n t Negro o r­
gan iza tion  ca lled  the O rig in a l 
Fayette  C oun ty  C iv ic  and W elfa re  
League —  has continued to m ount.

N ow  the League p lans to  sup­
p o rt an independent slate o f can­
didates in  the non-partisan county 
e lections n e x t A ugust 6. The can­
didates are Leon T. R edfearn fo r  
s h e r if f  and Rev. D o w dy  fo r  tax  
assessor. R edfearn is a w h ite  
fa rm e r w ho has the  support and 
confidence o f the Negroes o f the 
coun ty  and Rev. D ow dy, a Negro, 
is a sharecropper and pastor o f 
three ru ra l churches.

Ran for Sheriff

R edfearn ran fo r  s h e r if f  in  1962 
w ith  Negro backing, b u t his sup­
porte rs had few  p o ll w atchers and 
w ere s tym ied  b y  fra u d u le n t p ro ­
cedures. P lanks in  the sla te ’s p la t­
fo rm  inc lude: an end to  po lice 
b ru ta lity ,  im p a rt ia l en forcem ent 
w ith o u t regard to color, action on 
a ll com p la in ts in c lu d in g  those o f 
a N egro against a w h ite  man, h ir ­
in g  o f deputies on a non -d isc rim - 
in a to ry  basis, and fa ir  eva lua tion  
o f a ll p ro p e rty  regardless o f race.

There  are about 21,000 Negroes 
and 8,000 w h ites  in  the county. 
Some 7,500 Negroes and 3,100 
w h ites  are e lig ib le  to vo te  i f  they 
reg is ter. A cco rd in g  to  a h igh  o f­
f ic ia l in  the Justice D epartm ent 
w ho  v is ite d  Faye tte  las t fa ll,  the re  
are about 4,900 Negroes reg istered. 
T h a t is, the re  are a lready m ore 
Negroes reg is tered than the  pos­
s ib le  to ta l o f w h ite  voters. T he re ­
fore, i f  the e lection  is fa ir  and 
free, the candidates supported by  
the Negro com m u n ity  cou ld w in .

“Tent C ity”
F ayette  C oun ty  made headlines 

in  1960 because o f its  “ T en t C ity .”  
The e v ic tion  o f sharecroppers, 
w h ic h  necessitated the erection  o f 
tents to house them , was a re ­
p r is a l by  the landow ners against 
Negroes w ho  reg istered to  vote. 
F aye tte  C oun ty  is cotton coun try , 
lik e  the nearby M iss iss ipp i D e lta  
reg ion and eastern Arkansas. M ost 
o f the  Negroes w o rk  as sharecrop­
pers and fa rm  laborers. Those w ho 
reg istered to vote w ere  easily 
know n  to landow ners and, m ore 
o ften  than  not, the y  lost th e ir  jobs 
as soon as th e ir  a c tiv itie s  became 
know n. Such Negroes also found  i t  
im possib le to buy gasoline, bo rrow  
at the bank, o r to purchase s im p le  
necessities in  the cou n ty ’s stores. 
Because o f th is  reverse boycott, a 
s u it was b ro ug h t and w on in  fed­
e ra l c o u rt unde r the C iv il R ights 
act o f 1957. The re su lt was an 
in ju n c tio n  o rd e rin g  th a t such in ­
t im id a tio n  cease. H ow ever, the in ­
ju n c tio n  has not been enforced, 
n o r is there  any reason to be lieve 
th a t i t  w i l l  be. The in tim id a tio n  
and hardsh ips continue.

La s t sum m er, three students 
fro m  C o rne ll U n iv e rs ity  in  Ithaca, 
N.Y., pa rtic ip a ted  in  the F ayette  
C oun ty  reg is tra tio n  d rive . They 
w ere  M r. and M rs. Charles H ayn ie  
and W a lte r T illo w . W ha t they 
learned, the te rro r is m  they e x p e ri­
enced and the respect they de­
veloped fo r  the Negro com m u n ity  
there, led the plans fo r  a Fayette  
C oun ty  P ro je c t to a id  the  election 
cam paign th is  §um m er. A  great 
deal o f ou ts ide support w i l l  be

necessary i f  the Negroes are to 
ga in  representation.

The p ro jec t, in  co-operation w ith  
the League, w i l l  send 30 e lection 
w o rke rs  in to  the area. T hey  w i l l  
l iv e  in  the 15 e lection d is tr ic ts  fo r  
some tw o  m onths p r io r  to the  elec­
tion , canvass the coun ty  and ag i­
ta te  fo r  a massive Negro tu rn o u t at 
the po lls. T he  p ro je c t w i l l  also 
tra in  p o ll watchers.

A  la w y e r on re ta in e r w i l l  be 
needed to  deal w ith  the  a n tic ip a t­
ed a ttem pts by  racists to  impose 
obstacles, “ lega l”  and o therw ise, to 
a fa ir  e lection in  the  county . In  
ad d ition  vote rs w i l l  have to be 
transported  to  the po lls  on e lection 
day. Since the coun ty  covers a 
la rge  area and the re  is no pu b lic  
transp o rta tio n , the p ro je c t w i l l  
supp ly  teams o f w o rke rs  w ith  cars. 
In  ad d ition , in te rested persons w i l l

B A L T IM O R E  —  Pressured by  
mass dem onstra tions in  Princess 
A nne, C am bridge and A nnapo lis  
and threatened w ith  fu tu re  dem ­
onstra tions in  the  sp ring  and sum ­
m er, the  M a ry la n d  leg is la tu re  
passed a s ta tew ide p u b lic  accom­
m odations law .

The p ro je c t has established sup­
p o rt centers in  s ix  c ities : Ithaca , 
N ashv ille , A tla n ta , N ew  O rleans, 
and N ew  Y o rk  C ity .

Report of a Recent Visitor to Cuba

G R O W IN G  UP R A T IO N A L . A ll Cuban children now have op­
portunity for free education in  a society that has stamped oul 
racial discrimination.

The fo llo w in g  is a tra n sc rip t o f 
a M arch  6 in te rv ie w  over rad io  
s ta tio n  W QRS-FM  in  D e tro it w ith  
V ern e l O lson, a C anadian w r ite r  
and le c tu re r w ho is cha irm an  o f 
the  C anadian F a ir  P lay fo r  Cuba  
C om m ittee  and w ho rece n tly  re ­
tu rn e d  fro m  a v is it  to Cuba.

Question: M r. Olson, I  under­
stand that you spent five weeks in  
Cuba during the past December 
and January, and that this was 
your th ird  visit to Revolutionary 
Cuba.

A nsw er: Yes, th a t is r ig h t. I  was 
p resent fo r  the  f i f t h  A n n ive rsa ry  
ce lebra tions in  the  P laza o f the 
R e vo lu tion  in  Havana. I  also a t­
tended the 26th o f J u ly  celebra­
tions in  1961 fo llo w in g  the  in v a ­
sion o f P laya G ir6n . M y  f ir s t  v is it  
was in  1960 a fte r  the  ru p tu re  in  
econom ic re la tions  between Cuba 
and the '' U n ite d  States, b u t p r io r  
to  the  b r§ak in  d ip lo m a tic  re la ­
tions.

Q.: You are in a position then, 
I  believe, to comment on the de­
velopment of the Revolution over 
the past five years. W hat are some 
of your general impressions of 
Cuba as a result of your recent 
visit?

A.: W e w ere  p leasan tly  surprised 
to  f in d  the same casual atm os­
phere  a t the  Jose M a r t i A irp o r t ,  
H avana. T h is  casualness was v e ry  
ev ide n t in  1961 and contrasted to 
M ex ico  on o u r re tu rn  to Canada. 
In  M ex ico  we w ere  trea ted  as i f  
w e  had come fro m  a le pe r colony. 
I  am  sure th a t i t  w o u ld  have been 
m uch easier to  sm uggle op iu m  
in to  M exico  tha n  lite ra tu re . T here  
was a p o lit ic a l com m issar at each 
baggage tab le  w ho  perused a ll 
li te ra tu re  fou nd  in  o u r baggage. A  
book w e had taken  w ith  us fro m  
Canada to read a long the  way, 
C h r is t ia n ity  and R evo lu tion : The  
Lesson o f Cuba, b y  Le s lie  De­
w a rt, was confiscated b y  the  po­
l i t ic a l com m issar. O u r baggage 
was no t checked e ith e r en te ring  
o r  le a v in g  Cuba.

H avana today Is q u ite  d iffe re n t 
f ro m  H avana o f J u ly  1961, ju s t 
th ree  m onths a fte r  P laya  G ir6n . 
A t  th a t t im e  i t  seemed th a t ove r 
h a lf  o f  the  people w ere  in  m il it ia  
u n ifo rm  and arm ed a t a l l tim es. 
T h e  cris is  atm osphere o f 1961 has 
passed and the accent is on w o rk  
ra th e r tha n  on defense. W h ile  in  
Cuba I  m et o n ly  one person w ho 
doubted the  perm anence o f the 
R evo lu tion . T h is  person voiced 
m ost o f h is doubts about the  R ev­
o lu tio n  in  fro n t  o f o u r gu ide and 
h is  fe llo w  w orkers .

Q.: M r. Olson, could you tell us 
something about the food situation 
in  Cuba?

A.: Food ra tions  in  H avana w ere  
c u t fo llo w in g  the h u rrica n e  last 
f a l l  and m ost o f the  la rge  res­
tau ra n ts  in  the  c ity  w ere  closed. 
B e fo re  w e le f t  in  Janua ry , ra ­
tions had been restored to prev ious 
leve ls  and the  restauran ts w ere  
b e g in n in g  to re-open. W h ile  the re  
I  ta lk e d  to P rofessor H ok inson 
w h o  teaches an th ropo logy  a t the 
U n iv e rs ity  o f Havana. W e d is­
cussed the  ra tio n in g  and his im ­
pressions a fte r  tw o  years on the 
is land . Professor H okinson, w ho is 
a w id e ly  tra v e lle d  man, to ld  me 
th a t the  ra tions  are m ore generous 
th a n  those in  Sweden d u r in g  the 
w a r  and those in  B r ita in  as la te  
as 1950.

Q.: As a tourist, w hat w ere some 
of the differences you noticed be­
tween Mexico C ity and Havana?

A.: The o rd in a ry  to u ris t w i l l  
f in d  H avana m uch d iffe re n t fro m  
M ex ico  C ity  in  m any ways. As a 
to u ris t you w i l l  be able to w ander 
anyw here  in  H avana w ith o u t be­
in g  accosted fo r  a shoeshine. T here  
a re  no shoeshine boys, o r men, on 
the  streets o f H avana. In  M ex ico  
C ity  the re  are m any m a tu re  m en 
sh in in g  shoes on the  street fo r  a 
l iv in g .  As a to u ris t, you  m ig h t be 
annoyed a t the  absence o f cheap 
souven irs fo r  sale —  w h ic h  is 
cha rac te ris tic  o f M exico . Y ou  w i l l  
f in d  no hucksters o r  s tree t vendors

a t y o u r service at a l l tim es o f the 
day o r n ig h t as in  M exico  C ity .

T h is  fact, m ore than any other, 
h ig h lig h ts  the  d ra m a tic  change in  
the  Cuban econom y since the  R ev­
o lu tio n . T here  is no longer an 
a rm y  o f unem ployed la b o r w h ich  
is fo rced  in to  h a n d ic ra ft p roduc­
t io n  fo r  the to u ris t in d u s try . A l l  
the  you th  are in  schools up to and 
in c lu d in g  u n iv e rs ity . A l l  able 
bodied m en and wom en are con­
s tru c tiv e ly  em ployed at a l l  leve ls 
o f in d u s try  and ag ricu ltu re . The 
m iserable wages o f the h a n d ic ra ft 
w o rk e r have disappeared fo reve r 
fro m  the new  Cuba.

The ty p ic a l traces o f un d e r­
developm ent in  Cuba have d isap­
peared. There  are no k id s  in  the  
streets begging, ru n n in g  errands 
o r sh in in g  w indsh ie lds . There  are 
no m a tu re  m en and w om en ek ing  
o u t a m iserable l iv in g  in  sou l- 
destroy ing  ca te ring  to w e a lth y  
tou ris ts  fro m  N o rth  A m erica .

Olson to Speak 
In New York

N E W  Y O R K  —  W rite r and 
lecturer V ernel Olson w ill  
speak here on his recent trip  
to Cuba.

H e w ill be the guest speak­
er at a M ay  Day Banquet 
sponsored by the M ilita n t  
Labor Forum . I t  w ill be held 
on Saturday evening, M ay 2, 
at 116 U niversity  Place.

B u t the re  are com pensations fo r  
the  to u ris t in  Cuba today. I f  you 
are pe rcep tive  and w ish  to fa thom  
a l i t t le  deeper than  w h a t meets 
the  eye, the re  is m uch th a t is re ­
w a rd in g , yes s tim u la tin g , about 
the  Cuban experim ent. W e spent 
f iv e  weeks do ing  ju s t th a t and 
the  resu lts w ere  m ost rew ard ing .

Q.: Before you go any further, 
M r. Olson, a specific question 
comes to my m ind about which I  
would like  to have your impres­
sions. The popular opinion in  this 
country is that all or most of the 
intellectuals and professionals le ft 
Cuba after the early p art of the 
Revolution. Can you substantiate 
or disprove this from  your recent 
visit?

A .: As a m a tte r o f fac t, th is  ques­
tio n  was upperm ost in  m y  m in d  
and I  spent m uch tim e  and energy 
t ry in g  to  f in d  the  answer. I t  is 
tru e  th a t m any d id  leave in  the 
e a rly  days. F o r exam ple, about 
1,700 doctors le f t  ou t o f a to ta l o f 
7,000. B u t i t  is also tru e  th a t to ­
day, f iv e  years a fte r  the  R ev­
o lu tio n , the  m ed ica l pro fession is 
the  m ost lo y a l o f the  pro fessional 
groups, perhaps w ith  the  excep­
t io n  o f the c u ltu ra l com m un ity . 
W e had severa l v e ry  in te re s tin g  
in te rv ie w s  w ith  p ro m in e n t doctors.

W e spent tw o  hours w ith  D r. 
D a v id  A lonso, d ire c to r o f N a tion a l 
H e a lth  Services fo r  the is land. D r, 
A lonso, a person com p le te ly  devo t­
ed to the R evo lu tion , gave w i l l in g ­
ly  o f h is tim e  to answ er a host o f 
questions abou t he a lth  services in  
Cuba. T h is  is a sub ject w o rth  an 
even ing in  its e lf  so I  cannot pos­
s ib ly  deal w ith  i t  ton igh t. S u ffice  
i t  to say th a t Cuba is w e ll on the  
road to  estab lish ing  a com p le te ly  
socialized he a lth  service fo r  the 
people o f Cuba. Y ou  m ig h t be in ­
terested to  kn o w  th a t the  g rad­
u a tin g  classes fro m  m ed ica l school 
in  Cuba have taken an oath not 
to prac tice  m cd ic ine  on a fee-for- 
a -se rv ice  basis. T h is  gives you 
some idea o f the  im p ac t o f the 
R e vo lu tion  on the  consciousness o f 
the  people.

I f  you don’t  m ind , I  w o u ld  lik e  
to say m ore about m y  in te rv ie w  
w ith  D r. Alonso.

Q.: By all means, do, I  find  this 
point very interesting.

A .: I  w o u ld  l ik e  to  say some­
th in g  about the  consciousness o f 
the  doctors o f Cuba. D r. A lonso 
was a p e d ia tr ic ia n  be fore  the R ev­

o lu tio n  and, as he p u t it ,  “ w ith  a 
p e tit  bourgeois consciousness.”  A t  
the tim e, his hum an sens itiv itie s  
and the na tu re  o f his profession 
caused h im  some concern about 
the hea lth  o f the o rd in a ry  people. 
He sensed a b a rr ie r  between the 
he a lth  needs o f the  people and 
the services o f the  m edica l p ro ­
fession, b u t he said th a t he d id  
no t th in k  too deeply about the na ­
tu re  o f the prob lem . In  any event, 
he considered p r iv a te  p ro p e rty  to 
be essential to m ed ic ine  as w e ll 
as to p roduction .

Today, D r. A lonso th in ks  qu ite  
d iffe re n tly . He is an a rden t sup­
po rte r o f socialized m edicine w h ich  
he says has helped no t on ly  the 
pa tien t b u t also the profession and 
the doctor. T h is  op in ion  was 
shared by D r. Porro , the  s u b -d i­
rec to r o f the N a tion a l H osp ita l in  
Havana, and by  m any o th e r doc­
tors I  spoke to.

Q.: You mentioned earlier that 
the cultural community was the 
most loyal of a ll the professional 
groups. Could you expand on this 
point?

A .: Yes. I t  is not gene ra lly  
kno w n  th a t v ir tu a lly  the  en tire  
c u ltu ra l com m u n ity  o f Cuba has 
rem ained since the R evo lu tion  and 
th a t m any w ho  le f t  Cuba be fore 
the  R evo lu tion  because o f the  lack  
o f op po rtu n itie s  in  the  c u ltu ra l 
f ie ld  have since re tu rned . I  spoke 
w ith  m any w ho  have re tu rned , 
some v e ry  recen tly . A l l  o f these 
people exp la ined  a t great leng th  
th e ir  ne w -fo u n d  freedom  and op­
po rtu n ities . I  spoke w ith  w rite rs , 
stage d irectors, people in  the  m ovie  
in d u s try  and others.

A t  the present tim e  the re  is a 
p u b lic  discussion go ing on ove r the 
ro le  o f m ovies in  the  new  society. 
C uba’s na tiona l f i lm  in s titu te , 
kn o w n  in  Cuba as IC A IC , has been 
fo llo w in g  a p o licy  o f im p o rtin g  
f ilm s  fro m  a ll ove r the  w o rld , 
m any o f w h ic h  have been shown 
in  Canada and the U n ite d  States. 
IC A IC  believes th a t the  c u ltu re  o f 
a l l m an k in d  should be ava ilab le  to 
the  Cuban people.

B u t there  is d isagreem ent w ith  
th is  p o lic y  among some Cubans. 
A b o u t a w eek a fte r  we a rrive d , the 
e d ito r o f the  newspaper H oy  c r i t ­
ic ized fo u r  fo re ign  m ovies as 
“ rea c tion a ry .’’ F o r tw o  weeks a 
fre e -w h e e lin g  po lem ic took  place. 
W e w ere  fo rtu n a te  indeed to have 
been the re  d u r in g  th is  pe riod  be­
cause w e w ere  ab le to  sense the 
mood o f freedom  w h ich  exists in  
the  coun try . F ro m  a survey we 
made, I  w o u ld  say th a t a t least 90 
per cent o f Cubans support IC A IC  
and a po licy  o f fu l l  freedom  o f the 
arts. There  is l i t t le  sym pa thy  in  
Cuba fo r  the  idea o f Socia lis t 
R ealism  as ca rried  ou t in  the  So­
v ie t U n ion . The po lem ic on a rt is* 
ju s t one o f m any p u b lic  discus­
sions go ing on in  Cuba today.

Q.: The daily press has in te r­
preted the public discussion and 
self-criticism  in  Cuba as a symp- 
ton of dissension in the society. 
W ould you agree w ith  this in ter­
pretation, M r. Olson?

A .: T h is  is one in te rp re ta tio n  
b u t not, in  m y op in ion , the  cor­
rec t one. T h is  in te rp re ta tio n  is 
made b y  those w ho are hostile  to 
the  R e vo lu tion  o r, at best, b y  
someone w ho has no unders tand­
in g  o f the  R e vo lu tion a ry  process 
in  Cuba. The Cubans are in  the 
m id s t o f b u ild in g  a new  society.
I  was no t fu l ly  aw are o f the  s ig n i­
ficance o f th is  fa c t u n t i l  m y  las t 
v is i t  there. Cuban society is ve ry  
open, I  found, and the re  exists a 
h ig h  le ve l o f in te lle c tu a l honesty 
bo th  on the  p a rt o f the leaders and 
also on the  p a rt o f o rd in a ry  
Cubans. The leadersh ip  has set a 
h igh  standard  o f in te lle c tu a l hon­
esty w h ic h  has perm eated the con­
sciousness o f the people. I t  is 
thanks to th is  p o lic y  o f openness 
and honesty th a t Cuba s t i l l  exists 
despite massive e ffo rts  to ove r­
th ro w  the  R evo lu tion .

W hen I  say th a t Cuba is b u ild ­
in g  a new  society, please don ’t

th in k  th a t I  am be ing t r i te  o r 
p la y in g  w ith  words. A  lo ok  a t the 
na tiona l budget fo r  1964 te lls  us 
a lo t  about the society. F o r in ­
stance, ove r a q u a rte r o f the bu d ­
get fo r  th is  yea r w i l l  be devoted 
to c u ltu ra l ac tiv itie s , research and 
social services, w h ile  the a lloca­
t io n  fo r  na tiona l defense and in ­
te rn a l secu rity  is less than  ten per 
cent. T he  la rgest share o f the  b u d ­
get, 29 pe r cent, goes fo r  deve lop­
m en t o f the  na tion a l economy. 
Cuba is now  concen tra ting  on in ­
creased p ro du c tion  th rou gh  e f f i ­
ciency, as w e ll as th rou gh  in ­
creased p ro du c tion  capacity. No 
Cuban is a fra id  o f los ing  h is  jo b  
as a resu lt o f g rea te r p roduc tion  
because a ll in d u s try  is in  the 
hands o f the  society, as a w hole. 
The m a jo r means o f d is tr ib u tio n  
are also state owned. In  a g r ic u l­
tu re , 70 pe r cent o f a ll lands are 
organized in  G ran jas, o r state 
farm s. T h is  has b ro ug h t a tre m ­
endous increase in  the s tandard of 
l iv in g  o f the campesino. The na­
tio n a l budget fo r  1964 w i l l  be $2.4 
b i l l io n  o f w h ic h  $1.8 b i l l io n  o r 75 
per cent comes fro m  the  p ro fits  o f 
state enterprises. $328 m illio n  
comes fro m  incom e ta x  and $146 
m illio n  comes fro m  o th e r taxes.

A l l  economic and socia l a c t iv ity  
is now  planned. The e n tire  re ­
sources o f the  c o u n try  are in  the 
hands o f the  R e vo lu tio n a ry  G ov­
ernm ent. The f ir s t  and m ost press­
in g  problem s are those re la ted  to 
o ve r-com in g  the  cond itions o f 
techno log ica l underdeve lopm ent 
and a ll the  a ttendan t social evils.

Q.: In  recent months the Cuban 
government announced that the 
country was going to concentrate 
on sugar production and in recent 
weeks signed a long-term  trade 
agreement w ith  the Soviet Union 
involving sugar. Does this mean 
that Cuba is again becoming de­
pendent on sugar and that she has 
traded bondage to the United  
States for bondage to the Soviet 
Union?

A .: I t  is tru e  th a t the  R e vo lu tion  
has tu rne d  fro m  its  post-R evo lu- 
t io n  po licy  o f neg lecting  sugar 
p roduc tion , a p ro du c t w h ic h  in  the 
past h a lf  cen tu ry  has sym bolized 
the  cond itions ove r w h ic h  the R ev­
o lu tio n  was fou gh t and w on. The 
leadersh ip  fre e ly  adm its  th a t 
Cuba made a m istake and is now  
re c tify in g  the  m is take  th ro u g h  a 
m assive e f fo r t  to ra ise the  p roduc­
t io n  o f cane to 10 m il lio n  tons by  
the yea r 1970.

The lo n g -te rm  agreem ent signed 
between Cuba and the  Soviet 
U n ion  sets a p rice  o f s ix  cents per 
pound. In  1965 Cuba w i l l  d e liv e r 
2.1 m il l io n  tons, increasing each 
yea r u n t il 1968 w hen 5 m illio n  
tons w i l l  be de live red , con tinu ing  
u n t i l  1970. A l l  th is  a t a f ix e d  
p rice  o f s ix  cents a pound. In  the 
s ix  years p r io r  to the  R evo lu tion  
the U n ited  States bought 16.235 
m il lio n  tons. In  the  n e x t s ix  years 
the S oviet U n io n  w i l l  bu y  24.1 
m il lio n  tons, o r a lm ost 7.9 m illio n  
tons more. Besides, the  average 
p rice  w i l l  be s ix  cents, an a ttra c ­
t iv e  p rice  w hen com pared to ave r­
age sugar prices ove r the  past 50 
years.

B u t the s itua tion  is m uch more 
favo ra b le  fo r  Cuba than  even these 
figu res  w o u ld  suggest. T he  sugar 
lands as w e ll as in d u s try  are in 
Cuban hands, the Cuban G ove rn ­
m en t’s hands. The p ro fits  fro m  the 
massive increase in  sugar p roduc­
t io n  w i l l  be used to finance  a long - 
range in d u s tr ia liz a tio n  program , 
an in d u s tr ia liz a tio n  p rogram  w h ich  
w i l l  be in  the  lo ng -ra ng e  in terests 
o f the Cuban ecpnomy. The lo p ­
sided deve lopm ent o f the  past is in 
the  process o f be ing rec tifie d .

Q.: W hat are some of the social 
changes which w ill accompany this 
change in economic relations, M r, 
Olson?

A .: G rea t social changes are a l­
ready ta k in g  place in  Cuba. These 
changes are re flec ted  in  the c u l­
tu ra l and a rt is t ic  l i fe  o f the  coun­
try ,  g iv in g  rise to the  estab lish­
m en t o f na tio n a l a r t  schools and, 
in  the f ie ld  o f m usic, to  the crea­
t io n  o f orchestras, bands and 
choruses. Cuba is estab lish ing  in ­
s titu tio n s  designed to  s tim u la te  
and sa tis fy  the  c u ltu ra l demands 
o f the  g reat m a jo r ity  o f the  people. 
These w i l l  c o n trib u te  to r ic h  c u l­
tu ra l trad ition s .

Cuba has a lready made great 
s trides in  the  f ie ld  o f education, 
and soc ia lly  is in  advance o f o u r 
ow n con tinent. A l l  education fees 
have been abolished fro m  ele­
m en ta ry  school up to and in c lu d ­
in g  u n ive rs ity . T h is  inc ludes a ll 
types o f c u ltu ra l schools.

Q.: Is M arxism -Leninism  taught 
in the school system in Cuba?

A .: M a rx is m  is tau gh t o n ly  a t 
the u n iv e rs ity  leve l. A rm an do  
H a rt, C uba’s m in is te r o f educa­
tion , says th a t students be lo w  the  
le ve l o f u n iv e rs ity  are n o t ab le to 
ass im ila te  o r c r it ic a lly  analyze 
M arx ism . F o r th is  reason the  sub­
je c t is no t tau gh t u n t i l  the  f ir s t  
yea r o f u n iv e rs ity . In  u n ive rs itie s  
M a rx is m  is tau gh t as a sub ject 
s im ila r  to h is to ry , geography, etc. 
The m in is try  o f education be lieves 
th a t the  best p o lic y  in  e a rlie r years 
is to teach the  students to  develop 
th e ir  c r it ic a l facu lties . The m in ­
is te r o f educa tion expressed these 
v iew s w hen asked b y  a v is ito r  
w h y  Cuba d id  no t teach M a rx is m - 
Le n in ism  be low  the le ve l o f u n i­
ve rs ity .

W e are 
trea ted as though w e are less than 
hum an. M ost o f o u r people are 
denied good jobs so le ly  on the 
basis o f ou r sk in  co lo r —  and 
m any o f us can get no jobs at a ll.

The 
homes th a t we liv e  in  —  th rou gh  
no fa u lt  o f o u r ow n —  are o ften 
w o e fu lly  inadequate. The streets 
in  ou r ne ighborhoods are u su a lly  
unpaved and the c iv ic  services are 
v e ry  poor. No Negro la w  en force­
m en t o ffice rs  are h ire d  anyw here 
in  the County.

W hen, in  pro test to these in ­
to le rab le  conditions, m any hu n ­
dreds o f us dem onstrated non- 
v io le n t ly  la s t sum m er and fa ll,  we 
w e re  im m e d ia te ly  subjected to 
massive c lubb ings, firehosm gs, 
and large-scale arrests. H asty  tow n  
ord inances have been passed to 
e lim in a te  ou r freedom  o f speech 
and assembly. Econom ic rep risa ls  
have been sys tem atica lly  ca rried  
ou t against lo ca l c iv i l  r ig h ts  lead­
ers. Crosses have been bu rned and 
death th rea ts  have been common.

W e are go ing to  change th is  —  
in  a ca lm  and de term ined fash ion. 
W e are go ing to  b r in g  H a lifa x  
C oun ty  w e ll in to  the  tw e n tie th  
cen tu ry . O u r cam paign fo r  fre e ­
dom  w i l l  con tinue on a w eek-a fter- 
w eek and m on th -a fte r-m on th  basis 
u n t i l  a l l  o f H a lifa x  C oun ty  is a 
com p le te ly  free  and dem ocra tic 
place fo r  ourselves and ou r c h il­
d ren  and, indeed, fo r  a ll people.

T here  are m any tools th a t we 
sha ll use to  m ake H a lifa x  C oun ty  
a decent place fo r  everyone. One 
o f the m ost im p o rta n t m ethods 
w i l l  be v o tin g  —  and w e are 
la u n ch in g  a thorough, grassroots 
v o te r re g is tra tio n  cam paign w h ich  
w i l l  encompass eve ry  c ity  b lock  
and c o u n try  road.

P IN E  B L U F F , A rkansas, M arch  
19 —  P ine B lu f f  M u n ic ip a l Judge 
W ilto n  Steed th is  m o rn in g  con­
v ic ted  39 m em bers o f the P ine 
B lu f f  M ovem ent on charges of 
“ trespassing.”  They were each 
sentenced to  30 days in  ja i l  and a 
$500 f in e  and are ou t on $1,500 
b a il pend ing  appeal.

T he charges arose fro m  an in ­
c id en t Feb. 17 w hen com edian D ick  
G rego ry  and S tudent N o nv io le n t 
C o ord ina ting  C om m ittee  F ie ld  
Secre tary W ill ia m  Hansen were 
arrested fo r  re fus ing  to  leave the 
“ w h ite  o n ly ”  lu nch  coun te r of 
“ R ay ’s T ru c k  S top”  on H ig h w a y  
79 here. The 39 w ere  arrested tw o  
days la te r w h ile  p icke tin g  the 
tru c k  stop, p ro tes ting  segregation. 
T he trespass la w  is c u rre n tly  
be ing tested in  another case be­
fo re  the U.S. Suprem e C ourt 
w h ic h  w i l l  decide w h e the r i t  is 
con s titu tio n a l fo r  a state to use the 
trespass la w  to support a p r iv a te  
in d iv id u a l’s e ffo rts  to m a in ta in  
segregated fac ilit ie s .

Students Protest Lack 
Of Human Rights in Iran

N EW  Y O R K , M arch  19 —  Some
40 students dem onstrated in  fro n t 
o f the U n ite d  N ations today to 
com m em orate the  sho rt-lived  na­
tio n a liza tio n  o f the  Ira n ia n  o il in ­
d u s try  b y  P rem ie r M oham m ad 
Mossadegh 13 years ago and to 
pro test the c u rrre n t suppression o f 
hum an r ig h ts  in  Ira n .

The dem onstra tion  was spon­
sored by  the  Ira n ia n  S tuden t A s­
socia tion in  the U n ited  States. S im ­
ila r  dem onstra tions took place 
th ro u g h o u t Europe, sponsored by 
the C onfedera tion  o f Ira n ia n  S tu­
dents, the w o rld  o rgan iza tion  of 
some 25,000 students outside o f 
Ira n .

A  spokesman fo r  the dem onstra­
to rs  here po in ted ou t th a t the 
students were p icke tin g  at the UN  
because a ll fo rm s o f pro test had 
been suppressed in  Ira n . They 
ca lled  on the UN  Com m ission on 
H um an R igh ts  to establish a fa c t­
f in d in g  m ission to s tudy the v io la ­
tio n  o f hum an rig h ts  in  Ira n .

S igns ca rried  by  the dem onstra­
to rs  inc luded : “ Stop A id  to  I ra n ’s 
C o rru p t G ove rnm en t,”  “ Restore 
C o ns titu tio na l R igh ts  in  Ira n ,”  and 
“ W e Protest the  Harassm ent o f 
Ira n ia n  S tudents.”

inc lude  re c ru it in g  1,000 w h ite  and 
Negro college students to man 
“ Freedom  Schools”  com m u n ity  
centers, and to  w o rk  on a v o te r- 
reg is tra tio n  d rive . The COFO w i l l  
also ru n  tw o  Negroes fo r  Con­
gress in  the M iss iss ipp i’s Second 
and F if th  Congressional d is tric ts .

COFO C hairm an, D r. A aron  
H e n ry  o f C larksda le . state N A A C P  
head, said M rs. Fann ie  Lou  H am er 
o f R u le v ille  w o u ld  oppose the in ­
cum bent, Rep. Jam ie W h itte n , in  
the Second D is tr ic t. Rev. John 
Cam eron o f H a ttie sbu rg  w i l l  op­
pose the incum bent, Rep. W ill ia m  
C olm er, in  the F if th  D is tr ic t. The 
tw o  Negro candidates w i l l  also 
ru n  in  a “ Freedom  P rim a ry ”  at 
the tim e  o f the state ’s D em ocratic 
P a rty  p r im a ry , COFO w orkers  
said.

Plan to Challenge
I f  bo th the Negro candidates 

lose in  the  “ o f f ic ia l”  elections, 
they p lan to  challenge the seating 
o f the w in n in g  candidates. “ We 
in tend  to  challenge w h e the r the 
c o u n try  w i l l  p e rm it people to be 
elected fro m  d is tr ic ts  w here  Ne­
groes are not a llow ed to vote ,”  
said Moses.

The sum m er p ro je c t is designed 
to m ob ilize  and tra in  M iss iss ipp i’s 
Negro popu la tion  fo r  social and 
p o lit ic a l action. The sum m er cam ­
paign w i l l  inc lude :

•  Freedom  Schools th a t w i l l  
g ive  you th  and adu lts  p o lit ic a l 
education as w e ll as high-school 
leve l courses m ore s tim u la tin g  and 
c r it ic a l than  those o ffe red  in  M is ­
s iss ipp i’s segregated schools.

•  C o m m un ity  centers th a t w i l l  
p ro v id e  recreation , hea lth  in s tru c ­
tion , jo b  re tra in in g , organized 
sports and lib ra ries .

•  F reedom  R eg is tra tion  tha t w i l l  
reg is te r Negroes on m ock p o llin g  
lis ts  to  “ prove Negroes in  M issis­
s ip p i w i l l  reg is te r i f  a llow ed to do
so.”

•  F reedom  E lections to be he ld 
d u r in g  the D em ocra tic  p r im a ry  on 
June 2.

•  C ha lleng ing  the seating of M is ­
sissippi congressmen in  the  U.S. 
House o f Representatives on the 
grounds th a t m any Negroes are 
denied the r ig h t to  vote in  the 
state.

•  V o te r-reg is tra tion  d rives  tha t 
w i l l  a ttem p t to e n ro ll an a d d itio n ­
a l 25,000 Negroes on the state ’s 
books.

•  Em ergency re lie f and w e lfa re  
aid  fo r  Negroes fac ing  jo b  losses 
o r ev ic tions because o f th e ir  p a r­
tic ip a tio n  in  the vote d rive .

D r. H e n ry  said students w ere  
be ing rec ru ited  fo r  the p ro je c t ’at 
seven centers located on N o rth e rn  
college campuses and in  la rge 
cities.

Ohio Rights Demonstrators W in  
Lifting of Anti-Picket Injunction

19 —  J im  C row  in  southw estern 
O hio has su ffe red a severe b low . 
The po lice v io lence here on M arch 
14 not o n ly  fa ile d  to smash the 
mass dem onstra tions against se­
gregation bu t evoked a w ave o f 
local and na tiona l revu ls ion  
against the em p loym ent o f such 
b ru ta l measures.

The dem onstra tions took place 
w hen an in ju n c tio n  was issued, 
b a rr in g  m ore than  th ree  p ickets 
at a tim e  at G egner’s barbershop, 
the estab lishm ent w h ich  had 
become the sym bo l o f d e fia n t se­
gregation in  th is  area. Helm eted 
police used tea r gas and a f ire  hose 
against the dem onstra tors who 
were m ostly  students.

O ver 100 dem onstra tors were 
arrested and charged w ith  con­
tem pt o f cou rt fo r  d e fy in g  the in ­
ju n c tio n . W h ile  they w ere in  ja i l  
some 2,000 m il ita n t dem onstra tors 
m arched around the b u ild in g  to 
show th e ir  s o lid a r ity  and to p ro ­
test the  po lice  b ru ta lity .

The prisoners kep t up th e ir  s p ir­
its  by s ing ing  Freedom  songs, to 
the  great annoyance o f th e ir  ja i l ­
ers w ho threatened to th ro w  tea r 
gas in to  the cells i f  the  s ing ing  
d id n ’t  stop. B u t the  s ing ing  con­
tinu ed  and the gas never came.

Crowded Conditions
J a il cond itions w ere ex trem e ly  

overcrow ded. One ty p ic a l ce ll con­
ta ined 28 dem onstra tors and 19 
reg u la r prisoners. The capacity  o f 
the ce ll b lock was on ly  16 —- ev­
eryone ove r th a t num ber had to 
sleep on the  concrete f lo o r  o r s it 
up at a tab le ; the re  was not 
room  enough fo r  a ll on the floo r.

P rin c ip a l defense a tto rn ey  is 
V ic to r R a b in ow itz  o f N ew  Y ork . 
He was asked to come in to  the 
case by  his daughter, Jon i, an 
A n tio ch  student. She he rse lf is a 
fo rm e r w o rk e r w ith  the  S tudent 
N onv io len t C o ord ina ting  C o m m it­
tee and is one o f those now ap­
pea ling  con v ic tio n  in  a federa l 
fram e-u p  in  A lb an y , Ga.
• The Freedom  Singers o f SNCC 
happened to be in  to w n  a t the 
tim e  the in ju n c tio n  b a rr in g  dem ­
onstra tions was issued. They sup­
ported the  idea o f m ore dem on­
stra tions and pa rtic ip a ted  in  them . 
They also donated h a lf  the  funds

raised d u r in g  th e ir  stay in  the area 
to the legal defense o f those a r­
rested.

The f ig h t against the in ju n c tio n  
was ca rried  to u ltim a te  v ic to ry  
despite a ll the arrests. The in ju n c ­
tion  was dropped. U n fo rtu n a te ly , 
th a t had no legal e ffect on the 
c o n te m p t-o f-co u rt c i t a t i o n s  
against those arrested and ja ile d .

The in ju n c tio n  was dropped be­
cause th ree o f the parties who 
had o r ig in a lly  asked the cou rt to 
issue it, tu rned  around and asked 
fo r  its w ith d ra w a l. The th ree  
w ere: Lew is  Gegner, the  ba rb e r­
shop ow ne r; the  Y e llo w  Springs 
V illa g e  C ouncil w h ich , lik e  state 
and county au thorities , had p re ­
v io us ly  fo llow e d  a “ go-easy”  po ­
lic y  tow a rd  G egner’s defiance o f 
O h io ’s public-accom m odations act; 
and BOYS, (Business O rgan iza­
tions o f Y e llo w  S p ring ).

T he businessmen changed th e ir  
v iew s w hen a mass boyco tt o f a ll

business in  Y e llo w  S prings was o r­
ganized by Negro and w h ite  
townspeople, in c lu d in g  A n tio ch  
College professors. The m erchants 
themselves reported the boycott to 
be ve ry  e ffective .

The V illa g e  C ounc il sw itched  its 
position  in  the face o f massive 
in d ig na tion  on the p a rt o f Y e llo w  
S prings residents. Some 250 tow ns­
people came to the  council m eet­
ing  M arch 16, dem anding i t  w i th ­
d ra w  its  support fo r  the  in ju n c tio n  
and re trac t its  s ta tem ent condon­
in g  the po lice  v io lence o f M arch  
14.

One in te re s tin g  fa c t has come 
ou t about the  po lice b ru ta li ty  on 
tha t day. There  was considerable 
speculation as to w h y  the po lice 
f ir s t  sprayed the  dem onstra tors 
w ith  the  f ire  hose and then, w ith ­
ou t w a rn in g , tossed tea r gas in to  
th e ir  m idst. I t  seems th a t gas is 
w a te r-so lub le , tu rn in g  in to  a 
b u rn in g  acid w hen dissolved.

Southern Calif. Phone Union 
Wins Partial Victory in Strike

LO S A N G E LE S  -—  The fiv e  

m on th  s tr ik e  against the  G eneral 
Telephone C om pany ended when 
w o rke rs  be longing to locals o f the 
A F L -C IO  C om m unica tions W o rk ­
ers o f A m erica  voted 3,383 to  735 
to accept a proposed contract.

The s tr ik e  was a p a r tia l success 
despite a ll a ttem pts by  the  com ­
pany to w reck  the un ion. These 
inc luded in ju n c tio n s , the h ir in g  of 
scabs and p u ttin g  m anageria l and 
superv iso ry  personnel to w o rk  on 
jobs le f t  by the s trike rs .

The new con trac t includes a 
3.5 per cent pay increase now  w ith  
a f iv e  cent h o u r ly  m in im u m  boost 
and fu r th e r  wage negotia tions in 
1965 and 1966. The de te rm ina tion  
o f the s tr ike rs  also secured some 
im p o rta n t fr in g e  benefits, in c lu d ­
ing  m ed ica l insurance to be pa id 
fo r  now by the com pany. F u r th e r­
m ore a ll deductions fro m  pensions 
because o f incom e fro m  Social 
S ecu rity  are to be e lim in a ted  
w ith in  ten years and w i l l  be cut 
fro m  50 per cent to 40 p e r cent 
on June 1.

Johnson
W h ile  the s tr ike rs  succeeded in  

m ak ing  some im p o rta n t advances, 
the s tr ik e  was o n ly  p a r t ia l ly  suc­
cessful. Its  o r ig in a l a im  had been 
to b r in g  wages and w o rk in g  con­
d itions  at G enera l Telephone in to  
lin e  w ith  those o f the o th e r te le ­
phone com pany, P ac ific  Telephone. 
B u t th is  was no t accom plished.

Record Profits
G enera l Telephone, w h ich  is en­

jo y in g  record p ro fits  based on 
h ighe r rates, h y p o c r it ic a lly  m a in ­
ta ined th a t i t  cou ld no t be respon­
sib le to its  stockholders and sign a 
con tract such as o the r phone com­
panies have signed.

Acceptance by the C W A  o f a 
bc low -par con trac t is an unden i­
able setback. Neverthe less the 
s tr ik e  served as a w a rn in g  to the 
labo r-ha ting  com pany th a t the u n ­
ion cannot be busted. C om pany 
attem pts to  in tim id a te  the s tr ike rs  
w ere a to ta l fa ilu re . Thus, in  es­
sence, the w o rke rs  proved to them ­
selves th a t a v ic to ry  is indeed pos­
sib le even against a rro ga n t com ­
panies such as G eneral Telephone.
